Let’s sing one more time together.
Good job in singing nicely, class.

When you meet your friends in school what do you say?

Right. Hi! Hello!

	Pre-Activity 

	Materials: the book- Brown Bear Brown Bear What Do You See? CD

	Time

	Set Up

	Procedure:

T: Today we will meet our animal friends.
(showing the cover)
What do you see, children?

We see a brown bear. 
(flipping the first page)

Let’s see what we have here.

What do you see?

We see many different colors here.

Can you tell me what color it is?

Now let’s ask the question to the brown bear all together.
“Brown bear, brown bear what do you see?”
(pretending the bear’ sound)

“I see a red bird looking at me”
As teacher reads along the teacher can ask class:
“Have you ever ridden a horse before?”
“Have you ever seen a yellow duck?”
“Who has a cat in their home?”
“Imagine what animal will be on the next page?”
“How many animals are here?”
After finishing reading the teacher will sing songs together with the class

	Main Activity 

	Materials: 
Activity 1: 4Worksheets, 4dice, crayons.
Activity 2:  7 lacing cards, 7pieces of yarn.

	Set Up
3 groups of 3 and one 4 people 
pair

	Procedure:

Roll and Color the Dice Game:

“I will give each team one die, a worksheet, and crayons.
One student in each team will throw the die at a time.
And all the teams will color the animals with the same number on the dice. 

After all the team color the animal in the first round the next person in each team throws the die again, and colors the picture again. 
The team with the most number of animals colored will win the game.”
“When you are finished, say ‘we are finished.’”
CCQs

“For example, Grace throws the dice and she gets 3.

Which animal has number 3?  Right. Then color this animal.” 

“What do you get from the teacher?”
“Who do you work with?”
“Who throws the dice again?”
“What do you do when you are finished?”
“Who wins the game?”
While children throw the dice go to each table and monitor the process.
“How many animals have you colored so far?”
“Do we have the winner team?”
Lacing Cards Activity

You will work with your partner this time.
(assign each team)
I will give you each pair a string and a lacing card.
One student starts with the string and makes the string go down through the hole on the top of the lace card like this.
The string comes back up through the hole next to the first one like this.

While one student is doing this all the way to the bottom of the card  the other student will make sure his/her partner is doing it right.
When string comes to the bottom of the card change the work.  Person who watched will sew and the other person who sewed will watch.

After finishing say “we are finished.”
Let me show you the example.
CCQ
“What do you get from the teacher?”
“do you work alone?”
“What will you do once you get the card and the string?”
“Where on the card do you start, top or bottom?”
“On the half way of sewing what will you do?”



	Post-Activity 

	Materials: 2 sheets animal shadow pictures. 2 sets of 11 cut-out animal pictures. Flash cards/ book and CD/

	Procedure:
Animal Guessing Game:

Show the children the flash cards with black shadow of each animal from the book. Go over each card with the class. Make the students feel confident about guessing the right animals by looking at their shadows.
Dive students into 2 teams. Give each team a paper sheet with shadow of animals and the cut-out pictures of the animals.
“Each student will take turn to match one of the pictures and their shadows.”
SOS activity 
5minutes: singing and echoing game
“Let’s sing the song we learn today one more time, together with the book.”
“we will sing very loudly”
Play the CD and sing with the children.
“What do we do now?”
“Who will sing the song?”
 “Now, we play echo game. I will sing first and you will listen carefully to what I say and you will be my echo.

Echoing means repeating.”
CCQ
Who sings or chant first?

What do you do after teacher finishes her singing?

10 minutes: Brown Bear Eye Spy Game:
“ Here are the two bottles with rice in them”
(hold the bottle up and show one of them to the class)

“Do you see anything inside the bottle besides the rice?”
“I will divide you into two teams.”
“Each team will have a sheet to be colored and a bottle.

Every time one student will roll the bottle and tell other friends in your team what animal she /he can see inside. And then you will color that animal on the sheet.

“When you finish the all the animals say ‘we are finished.’”

Title: Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See?








Materials:


Brown Bear, Brown Bear What Do You See? /Puffin Books/1995 


Roll and Color Dice Game for Brown Bear: 4Dice, 4 worksheets 


Brown Bear Eye Spy game: the laminated pictures of animals, 13 worksheets.


Brown Bear Shadow Matching Activity: shadows of animals on A3size picture, pictures of animals


Lacing activity and making pendants activity: the yarn, the pictures of animal.
































Aims: 


Ss can enjoy being read by the teacher.


Ss can learn names of animals by different activity.


Ss can be familiarized with colors.


Ss can enjoy working and coloring as a member of the group.





Language Skills:


Listening: Ss can listen to the teacher while she/he read the book aloud.


Speaking: Ss can speak about names of animal and color during the activity.


Writing: Ss can match the pictures to their corresponding shadows during the activity.


Reading : Ss can pretend reading while the whole class reads together in tune.











Language Systems: 


Lexis: Ss know the names of animals and colors.


Phonology: long E vowel practice can be done by saying ‘ee’ sound in ‘See’


Grammar: Ss can practice pattern of Wh-questions such as “what do you see?”

















Assumptions:


Children in this age group would;


Love animals and are familiar with the some animals.


Recognize the alphabets.


Can recognize the first letter of the words by the sound of consonant.


Know the numbers up to 10.


Can use strings or yarns to do simplified sewing activity.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





The book is too small for whole class to see it when teacher presents it in front of class( have the Ss come to the middle of the classroom and sit on the mat.





Ss become too excited while playing dice game(notify the Ss before starting the game that the team which plays the game orderly and properly will win the game. And give the winners rewards.








When activity finishes earlier than planned (Do  S.O.S activities.
