	Aims:
Ss will know the meaning and form of “who/that” by elicitation and T’s explanation.

Ss will know how to use “who/that” by substitution tables and drilling 
Ss will know how to use “who/that” by making sentences.
Ss will tell or write their own opinion with “who/that” in pair work.

Ss will be able to use “who/that” by practice through the conversation.


	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to T’s instructions, explanations, and Ss’ talks.
· Speaking: drilling and talking individually or in pair work.
· Reading: reading worksheet.
· Writing: writing the answers.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: listening to instructions & explanations, drilling
· Grammar: “who/that”
· Discourse: partner discussion 


	Assumptions:
Students already know how the class is set up and run (there will be form three pairs).
Ss are used to T’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

Ss are familiar with doing activities with worksheets.

Ss are familiar with partner discussion.
Ss are used to expressing their opinions or idea of the activities.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss may not understand the meaning.

( Provide more examples.

Ss may have a hard time drilling.

( Encourage Ss to do it.

( If Ss cannot correct their pronunciation by themselves, help Ss with it.

Ss may have some hard time doing individual or pair work.

( Help Ss with matters but not so much.

If time is short,

( Cut off post activity and ask Ss do homework instead.

( Wrap up the lesson immediately.
If Ss finish practice activities earlier than anticipated.

( Change partner, then practice conversation.

< Greeting >

 T: Hello, everyone. How do you feel today? 
( Engage Ss in the class with greeting talks)

< Eliciting and Prediction > 

(Showing Ss a picture & story)

T: Good! Let’s take a look at the picture. From this picture, what do you see? Can you tell us what is this girl talking about?
(Anticipate Ss to answer her idea type )
T: Right! This is about her idea type. What kind of guys does she like?
< Introduce the topic > 

T: Ok! As you can see, She likes guys. They are not too serious. But, It is two sentences. How can we make it simple?
T: Great! 
(Showing Ss “who/that” in PPT)
Today we’re going to learn about “who/that”.

	Procedure:
< Meaning >

(1) Who/That as Subjects
Repeat after me. I like guys “who/that” are not too serious.
 Good! As you can see, by using “who/that” instead of (subject) ‘they’, you can make two sentences to one. Also we can use both of “who/that” here. For people, using “who” is more natural. But both are correct. 
 Here is one more example. {S name}. Can you read this sentence?

(Ss read “I like guys who/that have a good sense of humor.”)
By using “who/that” instead of (subject) ‘they’, you can make two sentences to one.
CCQ
Are these the same meaning?
What is the function of the ‘who’ in this sentence?
How do we make it simple?? By using…???
(2) Who/That as Objects

 I’ll give you another example.  Repeat after me.” I’d prefer someone (who/that) I can talk to easily.”

 Good! As you can see, by using “who/that” at here instead of
(object) ‘him’, you can make two sentences to one. And in here we can leave ‘who/that’ out.
 I’ll give you one more example. {S name Can you read this?
(Ss read “I’d prefer someone (who) I have fun with .” )
By using “who/that” at here instead of (object)t ‘him’, we can make two sentences to one.
CCQ
Are these the same meaning?

We put ‘who’ at here, instead of...???

Is it okay to read without ‘who’ here?
Alright. Let’s move on to the next.

< Form & Drilling>
(1) Form

(Distribute substitution table)

Here are examples according to forms. So we can use like this.
Who/That as Subjects
The woman is a doctor

who/that

lives next door.

A burglar is someone 

break into a house to steal things.

We know a lot of people

speak English.

Who/That as Objects

The woman is on vacation

(who/that)

I wanted to see.

Do you know the man

Jane is talking to?

The man was very friendly

I met at the party.

(2)Drilling

· Repetition Drill
Ok. I’ll read this. Just listen. Do not repeat.

 (T read the table)

So, Now, Everyboby repeat after me.
(T lets Ss repeat in chorus by reading examples)

Good job. {S name}.Can you read this sentence?
(T lets Ss individually repeat in random by reading examples)

Great!
· Transformation Drill

 Let’s make two sentence to one by using “who”.

Demonstration

Here is example. I have a friend. she is very beautiful

-> I have friend who is very beautiful.

CCQ

What do you supposed to do?

{S name}, can you make these sentences to one by using ‘who’?
(T let Ss transform some sentences in random individually)
 Alright. Let’s move on the next.

<Matching activity> 
Instruction
(Distribute matching worksheet)

Demonstration

Let me show you an example. #1.’ I don’t want to have a partner’….I’ll get this one with ‘d’. So, rewrite here ‘I don’t want to have a partner who I have nothing in common with.’

(Monitor and watch pair work discreetly and if Ss raise some questions about it, give them some helps)

You have 1 minute left.
Let’s talk together about your idea.

What did you get #2?................
Do you have another idea?............

(If Ss made mistakes, correct it)

Okay. Now, complete the sentences in A with your own idea by using “who/that”, talk each other with your partner. I’ll give you 3minutes. 

Demonstration

For example. #1.’ I don’t want to have a partner…..who  are very messy’

Feedback

Time’s up. (S name). What kind of guys does your partner like? (Pick three Ss to answer the questions and if T finds some errors, ask Ss to do peer correction.)

< Closing > 

T: Today we learned about the meaning, form, and use of “who/that”. Was it fun? You guys really did good job. I’m very impressed. See you next time.
