	Hello everybody. Very good to see you again.
Today is a reading class and we’re going to look at the topic ‘Volunteer’.

Before going to the main topic, as a warm up activity, 
‘Compound Words Game’ is prepared here.
Compound Words Game 
Prepare 40 flash cards.
A word is printed on each card and 2 cards can be joined and make a new word. (e.g. no + body = nobody)

Distribute flash cards to students randomly (8 cards a student).

Let students make compound words as many as possible with given cards. Students use their own cards first and then they can share their cards each other.
The student with the most compound words wins.
Direction:
· A compound word is formed when two different words are joined together to make a new word. 
· For example, no + body = nobody (showing flash cards).
· Now you’re going to have 8 word cards for each person.

(Distribute flash card.)

· You can make compound words matching 2 cards.

· Your mission is to make compound words as many as you can with not only your own card but your friends’ cards.

· First, try with your own cards and then check out with each other.
· The person who made the most compound words will win the game!
· Go! You have 3 minutes.

Aims: 


Students will read and understand the articles. 


Students will know idioms and vocabularies which are related with volunteer. 








Language Skills:


Reading: reading articles and worksheets


Listening: listening to teacher’s presentation, instruction / videos / other students’ thought


Speaking: sharing ideas with the class.


Writing: answering ‘Fact analysis’, ‘Scanning’ and ‘Interview’ worksheets








Language Systems: 


Lexis: Key words and new vocabulary concerning volunteering.


Function: Stating their volunteering experience.











Assumptions:





Students already know the Ts styles of teaching and how the classroom works.


Students are adult and high beginner level.


Students are active and familiar with pair and group work.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students don’t understand key vocabularies


( Tell them synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed.


Students may not know about volunteering.


( Explain about the volunteering. / Show a volunteering related video clip.


Students may not understand how to play compound words game.


( Demonstrate how to do it.


Students take longer to complete their task than given time.


( Assign as homework or cut one of other activity.


The lesson plan activity is finished earlier than 40 minutes.


( Play a back up activity.
