Aims:

- Students will listen for the main ideas while checking prediction and
 completing the sentences.
-  Students will listen for details while choosing the correct words.
-  Student will learn vocabulary through answering CCQs and dialogue
 listening.
- Student will express their opinion answering question and pair work.

Language Skills:

- Listening: checking predictions, answering questions, completing the 
sentences, choosing answers, teacher’s instructions and pair work
- Speaking: answering questions, pair work
- Reading: dialogue script, questions
- Writing: making a simple chart
Language Systems:

- Lexis: Take after, proud, figure, adventurous
- Grammar: 

- Phonology: Pronunciation of new vocabulary
- Discourse: Answering questions, making a chart
- Function: Family introduction
Assumptions about Students:

Students already know 
- How the class is set up and run
- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

	1. Elicitation
Greet the students and ask them appearance-related questions.

“Hello everyone, how are you today? Yesterday, I read an internet article that Yong-gun Kim and Jung-woo Ha are father and son. I never imagine that because they look different. I bring the photo of them. (Show the picture) Do you think they resemble? What about you? Do you look like your parents? Who do you resemble more, your mother or father? What do you think you have in common with your mother (or father)?”
2. Introduce the Topic
“Today we are going to learn about resemblance.”

	3. Teach vocabulary (take after, Proud, Figure, adventurous)

First, define the words. Drill the pronunciation and write the words on board. After that, elicit the syllable stress. Finally, ask concept checking questions.

Take after : look like / resemble
Proud : feeling pleased and satisfied about something

[praʊd] – only one syllable
Figure : shape 

[fɪgjər] – second syllable stress
Adventurous : willing to take risks and try new ideas

[ədventʃərəs] – second syllable stress
Repeat after me. “ take after / proud / figure / adventurous”
Let students speak each new vocabulary step by step.
And teach the syllable stress.

Take after CCQs
· Do you think hamster take after mouse? (yes/no)

· What dose airplane takes after? (bird)

Proud CCQs

· If you feel proud, are you happy? (yes)

· When you get a prize, are you proud? (yes)

Figure CCQs

· What is a synonym for figure? (shape)

· What is figure of ball? (round)

Adventurous CCQs

· Is reading a book adventurous? (no)
· Is bungee jump adventurous? (yes)

4. Prediction
“We are going to listen to a dialogue. Jane is talking about something that she has in common with her parents. Guess what ways Jane take after. Write and M or F underlined parts. For example, if you think she might be enjoys gardening like her mother, write on underline the capital M in front of the sentence enjoys gardening.”
CCQs

· Do you check now or after listening? (now)

· What letter you have to write on? (M or F)

5. Feedback
Ask some student about their predictions.

“What do you think she has in common with her mother”
“Do you think she like the outdoors like her mother?”

	6. Listen for the Main Idea I (check predictions)
“Now listen to the dialogue while comparing with your predictions.”
7. Feedback

“Check your answer with your partner”
“Who does Jane take after more?”
8. Listen for the Main Idea Ⅱ (answer questions)
“Listen again and complete the blank of number 2.”
9. Feedback

Ask the answer by pointing some students. 

“Check you answer. Would you read no.1/no.2/no.3?” 
10. Listen for the Main Idea Ⅲ (self study)
“Now turn the page and see the Self-Study. Listen to the conversation and choose the correct words.”  
11.  Feedback
“Check you answer with you partner.”
And then let some students read the sentence choosing the right words.
