- Ss can listen the story.

Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss can read the book.�- Listening: Ss can listen to teacher's story telling.











Language Systems: 


-  Lexis: Students become aware of meaning of can.


(I can run, walk, jump…)


-  Function: Students know the sentences when they make something.
