When we ask places of things, we use this structure.

It’s next to the red ball.
Subject is/are on Noun.

I’m going to ask you some question.

Where is the red ball

(Asking question until all the prepositions are used and writing down the places of the balls.)

Good job everyone!
Can you know the meanings of these words?

OK, you guys are very brilliant!

I’m very proud of you.

I’m going to hand out one sheet of worksheet.

(Distributing handouts)

You’re going to fill in the blanks in the sentences with the proper words. The sentences describe the places of the objects in the picture.

	Procedure:
<instruction>

We are going to do an activity.
I’ll divide you in pairs. 
(pairing students)

Here are handouts for today’s activity.
Each person is going to take 2 sheets of paper, picture 1and picture 2. Did everyone get 2 sheets of handouts?
(Deciding A students and B students by rock-scissors-paper)

Class, let’s do rock-scissors-paper with your partners. 
Where is the winners? Winners, raise your hands.

You are A students. The losers are B students.

With the picture 1, A students are going to place the objects into the kitchen. Just write down the names of objects into the place where you would like to put the items. Then work with a B student.
 B students will ask A students where the items are. A students are supposed to answer B students’ questions. Then B students are supposed to write each item’s name in the correct place in the kitchen.
With picture 2, take turns.

B student are supposed to place the objects in the living room. Then A students is going to ask the question and write down the                                   names of items in the correct place in the living room.

<CCQs>

With picture 1, what are A students going to do?(Place the items in the right place.)
What are B students going to do? (Asking where the items are and writing down the name in the correct place)

And then? What are you going to do with picture 2?

(taking turns, B: placing and A: asking and writing )
How much time do you have? (15min)
 <demonstration>

Teacher and a student demonstrate.
(My arrangement of an item  should be the same as A student’s arrangement)
Everything is clear?
OK, let’s start!

(The teacher is moving around observing how well students are doing and helping pairs having some trouble.)

<Giving the time warning>
<Checking the answer>
Let’s check the answers.
Give the picture 1 to A students and the picture 2 to B students. And then check whether your partner wrote down the correct name in the correct places or not.
If there is a wrong answer, check out with your partner.

The team describing the more correct place of the items is going to go home first.
<SOS activity 2>

The teacher asks a student the place of the objects in the classroom. If the student answers correctly, the student appoints other student and asks the place of an item in the class room to the student.

Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.


Ss know most part of the vocabulary in the text.


Familiar with pair work.


Very active 


Ss already know the meaning of the words such as noun, subject, where.


They can use interrogative sentences.


They can use pronouns in making sentences.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not know vocabulary in the picture.→In advance, write down the name of the items in the picture.


If time is short →Making the checking answer in the main activity the homework.


If time is left →Having time for SOS activity and review for today’s lesson.


If Ss don’t understand the teacher’s instruction →Ask CCQs and demonstrate specifically.
