	1. Teach vocabulary (accept, relationship, success, quit, realistic)

Give a definition and drill the pronunciation. Write the word on the board and teach the stress. Ask concept checking questions:

Accept CCQs
If a  handsome guy offer to go to a party, will you accept?(Y/N)
What is the opposite of accept? (reject)

If Harvard University accepted you, would you study there? (Y/N)

Relationship CCQs

How was the relationship between Tom Cruse and Nichole Kidman? ( not good) 
Do you have a good relationship with your family?(Y/N)

To build a good relationship, what do you need to do?(--)
Success CCQs

Is a success good or bad?( good)

What is the opposite of the success? (failure)
Do you do your best to make a success?(Y/N)

Quit CCQs

If you quit smoking, is it good for your health?
What is a synonym of quit? (stop)

Realistic CCQs

Are you a realistic person? (Y/N)

To live in real life, do you prefer to be a realistic person?(Y/N)
When you make a plan, do you make realistic idea?
2. Prediction

“We’re going to listen to a dialogue. It is a part of the story.

In the dialogue, Rebecca, her friends and family, they will talk about her dream. Guess their relations each other though the picture and fill in the blank #1.
CCQs

Do you check now or after listening? (now)
Before you listen what do you need to do?( fill in the blank)

6. Listen for the main idea II

“Now, listen again, this time look at number 2. There are some photos. Put the numbers in order from 1 to 5. In the photo, there are speech balloons which may help you put the numbers.”
CCQ

Should you put the numbers in order?(yes) 
7. Feedback
“Ask some students to read aloud the numbers in order.
8. Listen for details.
“Now let’s go to the number 3and 4. There are some questions about Rebecca. At the number 3, circle the correct answer. At the number 4, find the Rebecca’s dream.
9. Feedback
“Ask some student to read out the correct answer.
