	Procedure:
Go back to the intro picture.

Divide the adjectives into opinion and fact and ask the students which one goes first.

Tell them opinion adjectives usually go before fact adjectives.

<Activity 1- Adjective matching and ordering>

Show a picture and adjective words flash cards and let the students pick some words which are fit on the picture. 
Ask them which one goes first and teach the adjective order. 
Point another part of the picture and ask them again.
-Pick some adjectives from the picture.

-How can you arrange those adjectives?
-Which one do you think go first?

Aims:


◦ Students can learn how to arrange adjectives when they have two or more adjectives together


◦ Students can check up the definition of Adjective and how to use it.


◦ Teacher make the students fully understand what they learn through repeated activities.








Language Skills:


◦ Listening: Listening teacher’s instruction, answering question.


◦ Speaking: Answering questions.


◦ Reading:  Read the work sheet of unscramble and DOL and flash cards.


◦ Writing : Work sheet and homework sheet








Language Systems:


◦ Function   : Stating the adjectives order


◦ Lexis        : Learning many adjective vocabularies.


◦ Discourse : Checking the answers by speaking sentences together 


◦ Phonology: Pronounce the words and sentences.


◦ Grammar  : Learning the order of adjectives.











Assumptions:


◦ Students have learned what adjective is before, so they briefly know about it.


◦ Students are able to make simple sentences such as “He is a handsome boy. / She is tall.”


◦ Students have learned the adjective words such as color, shape, size, age etc.


◦ Students have practiced unscramble and correcting mistakes of the sentences before.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


◦ Students are able to confuse the adjective order when they have too many adjectives in one sentence.


   → Teacher gives instruction with not many adjectives at the first time, but increasing the adjective numbers from one→ two → three → etc, and teach them with using drilling and repetition so make them used to it.
