We are going to learn ‘present continuous’

	Procedure:
<Instruction>

Write three answers from the greeting on the board. Ask Ss when to use ‘present continuous’, give them general explanation of it and then show them pictures as the examples.
<CCQ>

When do you use ‘present continuous’?

Can you use it to talk about the past?
What is happening in the pictures?

Have students find out the formula of present continuous.

<CCQ>

What is the formula of present continuous?

Can you make any example of it?

	Main Activity 

	Materials: 3Cups, Substitution papers, Sweets

	Time
8~10min

	Set Up
Whole class

	Procedure:

<Instruction>

Divide students into three groups to make some sentences of present continuous. There are five people in a group and each group has a different part of a sentence such as subject, verb, object or complement.
Preposition can be put in a sentence if necessary.
<CCQ>
What are we doing?

Are you doing it individually?

Can you put ’preposition’ in a sentence?

<Demonstration>

A teacher picks papers from three different groups. Write them on the board and complete a sentence as an example. 
Distribute 3cups including substitution papers to the groups. One of each group picks a paper from the cup after complete a sentence, keep doing it one by one. 
<Instruction>
Divide Students into 5 groups to make some sentences as a group. Have students make funny sentences and they have 2 minutes to do it. A teacher and students decide which one is the funniest sentence among them. Give the chosen group some sweets. 
<CCQ>

Who are you working with?
How many minutes do you have?

<Feedback>

Give positive response to students all the time, when they answer.



	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Sweets

	Time
4~5min
	Set Up
Whole class

	Procedure:

<Instruction>
Mime a few times to let students guess what a teacher is 

doing. Give sweets to the first person who answers 
correctly. 
<CCQ>

What do you have to do?

Who will be given the sweets?

<Demonstration>

Mime ‘Baseball’ as an exercise.

<Closing>

Call on a student and ask ‘Are you coming to the class tomorrow?’. Explain we have used ‘present continuous’ for the future. Introduce next topic; use of present continuous for the future and past continuous.

<Homework>

Make five funny sentences as students did during the lesson. 
<CCQ>

What is homework?

How many sentences do you have to make?
<Feedback>

Give positive response to students all the time.
