	Procedure:
1. Superlative adjectives explanation wall chart
Ask Ss what is superlative & show the flashcards
:We use superlative adjectives to compare one person, place, or thing with other people, place, or things in group (a group = three or mores)
E.g.) (show example picture) C is the biggest bowl. (bigger than A and B)
2. Explain superlative formula (short & long adjectives / irregular superlatives)
How do we make superlative for short adjectives?
E.g.) (show formula chart) You need to put the + adjective + -est: old -> the oldest, fast-> the fastest  (ask Ss for an example of this case)
Explain spelling changes when you add –est.
E.g.) nice-> the nicest, (ask Ss for answers of spelling changes on hot-> the hottest, salty-> the saltiest)
How do we make superlative for long adjectives?

E.g.) (show formula chart) You need to put the most + adjective: fabulous -> the most fabulous, glamorous-> the most glamorous  (ask Ss for answers)
Explain irregular superlatives: 
E.g) good, bad, far

We’ve learn through formulas of superlative adjectives. 
Let’s move on to practice what we’ve learned.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may be confused with some superlatives for irregular adjectives


: Give enough exercise examples


-     If time is short


: Skip ‘WORLD RECORDS (2001)’ activity


-     If students finish with their tasks earlier


: Let them exercise more examples of superlative adjectives usage by making sentences
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
