T says

Hello, class.

There are three pictures on the board.

Who is she?

(Ss answer, “You.” Or “Teacher.”)

You’re right. It’s me.

This picture is about 7 years old, this is the graduation of the elementary school, this is about 14 years old.

What do you think about these pictures? 

(Elicit the Ss thoughts.)

When I was a child, I used to have haircut short except the 6th grade.

But as soon as I entered the middle school, I had to short hair.

Then most of students used to have short hair by a rule. 

After the graduation of the high school, I had a long hair.

And I didn’t use to wear glasses before the middle school.

Now I’m used to wearing glasses.

And I was used to dancing and singing in front of my class, but not any more.

(Ss say  “ Please sing a song.”)

(T writes ‘used to’ and ‘be used to’.)

 Sunny, What do you think about the meaning of ‘used to’?.

(S answers.)

Are there any different thoughts?

Jason, what is the meaning of ‘be used to’?

Who tell us about the differences of two phrases?

(Elicit the Ss thoughts.)

Like this, when we did something regularly in the past, but do not any more in nowadays, we can use ‘used to’. And when something was true in the past but not any more, we also use ‘used to’
After ‘used to’, it is followed ‘present simple verb’.

‘Be(get) used to’ means that something or doing something was strange in the past, but is familiar to me nowadays. After ‘be used to’, we can use ‘something’ or ‘doing something’, cannot use ‘to do something’.

Demonstration
I tell you my habit.

I used to pull my hair out in the exam time. 

I knew the habit was bad to my hair, but It was my stress management in the school days. Then I was not used to the stress of an exam.

(1 minute later, T let Ss tell their bad or good habit one by one.)

(T gives Ss one of topics like Film, Music, Television, Newspaper , Telephone.)

CCQ

What do you have to?

How many times do you have?

With pair or by yourself.

What is your topic?

Demonstration
I’ll tell you one thing. 

Do you know the bus ticket?

In 80’s, we used to have the bus ticket for taking a bus.

Now, I am used to having the bus card.

(3 minutes later)

Please stop discussing and tell us the differences.

(One of pair tells their opinion.)

Right. Jen, which can we use with ‘be used to’, ‘to do’ or ‘doing’?

(S says, “Doing something.”)
