	Procedure:

Hello everyone, how was your week? Did you guys see any movies this weekend? I heard there’s a new gangster movie out. How do you think about that? 
(Listen to what the students have to say about the gangster movie.)

O.K., the reason why I asked you about what you think about that gangster movie was because today, we’re going to be listening to a story about a man that loves gangster movies so much. But before we move on to that, let’s see if you’ve studied the vocabulary that I gave you last time.
(The students were each given a list of vocabulary words to look up as homework last class.)

	Procedure:
<Instruction>
Work In groups of 4. I will give each group a worksheet that will require you to match each vocabulary with its definition. Then we will check the answers together. You have 6 minutes.
<CCQ>

Will you be working individually?
How much time do you have?

What will you doing with the vocabulary?

<Demonstration>

O.K. then let’s do the first one together.

The first word is plot. What does plot mean? (Listen to the answer of the students.) Very good! So, you should match plot with #3 which is the matching definition for plot. Do the rest with your group.
<CCQ>

How many minutes did I say you had?

Monitor actively. 

Give time warning: 30 seconds left!

Check answers: let the students take turns from each group to say the answers.
<Feedback>

Very good! You all put a lot of effort in learning the assigned vocabularies.

Now we will move on to the story called Jerry Decided to Buy a Gun.

	Procedure:

1.  Listening to the Main Idea (general understanding)

<Instructions>

Now, you will just listen to the story and try to get a general understanding of what it is about. You should not use any of your pens or pencils this time.

<CCQ>

Can you take notes?

What are you doing?

(Play the track on the website 

http://www.rong-chang.com/qa2/stories/story005.htm)
Do you want to listen again?

    Yes-> Have them listen one more time.

    No -> Have them share their thoughts?

What is the name of the main character?

What does he like to do?

What did he buy?

What happened to him at the very end of the story?

2. Listening for Details

You all now have a general idea of what the story is about so now we will focus on catching the details in the story. 
<Instructions>

Listen to the story again carefully and answer the Yes/No questions that I will hand out to you. Work individually.

<CCQ>

What are you answering?

Are you working alone?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the track on the website (http://www.rong-chang.com/qa2/stories/story005.htm) 2 times.

Let students answer as they listen.

Check the answers as a whole class
<Instructions>

Now you will be taking notes of the important information and write them down on a sheet of paper. Do not discuss with anyone. I will let you listen twice.

<CCQ>

What are you doing?

Are you working individually?

Play the track on the website (http://www.rong-chang.com/qa2/stories/story005.htm) twice.

Monitor discreetly to make sure that they are not cheating and looking at others’ notes. 

<Instructions>

Now that you have a pretty good and thorough understanding of this story I will let you listen to it one more time and you should answer the comprehension questions that I hand out to you.  You will be working individually.
<CCQ>

Are you working alone?

What are you doing?

Play the track on the website (http://www.rong-chang.com/qa2/stories/story005.htm)

<Instructions>
Now that you’re done, try to compare the answers with the people in your group.

You have 4 minutes.
<CCQ>

What are you doing with your group?

How many minutes do you have?
(Check time: 30 seconds left!)

Monitor actively.

Encourage the shy students to speak.

Check the answers by letting people from different groups answer the questions.

<Conclusion>

Elicit today’s vocabulary

O.K. class, for today’s homework, you need to solve this crossword puzzle that I will be handing out to you and bring next class. (Crossword puzzle related to their vocabulary)

(distribute the worksheet)

Next class, we will be listening to a dialogue between two people that are deciding on what they are going to do for their vacation.

O.k., you guys did a great job today and I hope you have a great day today! See you tomorrow!

Aims:


- To learning vocabulary by matching the definitions with the right words


- To increase the ability of listening through repeated plays of the story


-To help “real” listening by encouraging group discussions.


-Accurate listening through comprehension questions.





Language Skills:


- Reading: Reading all of the worksheets that will be given to them


- Listening: the story that will be played and listening to their peers in groups


- Speaking: comparing answers within groups, answering to the teacher, telling their own story to the group members.


- Writing: writing down answers to questions, writing down the number one treasure of their peers, taking notes on the story that they will be listening to








Language Systems:


-Phonology- vocabulary review


-Lexis: Vocabulary worksheet


- Discourse: understanding the story, understanding 











Assumptions:


-The students have done their homework of looking up the words that the teacher has handed out last class and know the words.


-The students are familiar with each other and are active


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Some students may not be active during group work


-> monitor actively so that they may participate more actively


- The lead-in may take only 1-2 minutes if the students decide not to answer


  -> give them 1-two more minutes during the post activity when working as a group.
