Guess what the meaning of gesture is.

Guess what today of topic.

< Introduce the topic > 

T: Ok! Today, We’re going to read “Gestures around the World” Are you ready?

If there are some problems it, first, T asks Ss the answers and encourages them to teach each other.

Aims:


Ss will understand key vocabularies through the text 


Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guide question.


Ss will gain knowledge about cultural meanings of gesture.


Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by showing ideas in a group.





Language Skills:


Reading: reading the text and worksheet


Writing: answering the question and taking note of group discussion


Speaking: discuss ideas in a group


Listening: listening each other opinions in class





Language Systems:


Lexis: key vocabularies 


Discourse: discuss / sharing each other opinions





Assumptions:


Students already know:


Ss know the typical Korea gestures. 


Ss know that they are used to working individually or in a group of 2 ~3 in class.


Ss know skimming and scan of reading skill. 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not know some difficult vocabulary.


( Ask Ss to use guessing strategies.


( Provide more examples or explain it.


( Let them refer to their dictionaries.


Ss may have a hard time reading the text and answering the questions in group activities.


( Encourage Ss to do it by giving some advice.


( Help Ss with matters but not so much.


If time is short,


( Reduce time of individual or group work.


( Cut off post activity and ask Ss to do homework instead.
