Second, what should you buy in supermarket?

3 eggs, you need? Water, you need? How much do you need to make this? How many do you need to make this?

< Introduce the topic >

	Procedure:

<Explanation and visual demonstration of meaning using picture>

*showing pictures

T: What are they?  Ss: eggs

T: How many? 1, 3   Ss: a few eggs.

T: What are they?  Ss: milk
T: How much?   Ss: a little milk 

T: What are they? Ss: chocolate chunks

T: How many? 1,2,3  Ss: a few chocolate chunks

T: What are they? Ss: oil

T: How much?  Ss: a little oil

<showing a picture that talk with a consumer and a clerk in supermarket>

T: A picture is what happens? What do you do? 

S1: ( some of the students in class) buy something

S2: a few eggs?

<explanation>
If you want to make a chocolate cake, what should you buy in supermarket? It is essential for make a cake that eggs, chocolate chunks, milk and oil. 
The clerk said that “can I help you? What do you want to buy? I’m going to answer 

-show to Ss a chart

<drilling – simple substitution drill>
Tell Ss to listen and make a sentence 
*Show the demonstration

“I want to buy a few eggs. ( milk, milk) I want to buy a little milk. …”
Now, listen and make a good sentence.

-CCQ

What do you do?
Point to substitution table while reading and whole class makes sentences. Pick one side, tell next in front of line tell and pick one Ss, tell him/her to listen and make a sentence. 
1. *Fill in the blank in the main activity worksheet

Do the worksheet. Fill in the blank. You have 3 minutes. Work alone.  

-CCQs

What do you do? How much time do you have? Group or alone?

-Distribute the worksheet. Monitor and help where needed.

*Check the answer 

First, Check the answer with your group members. And then write the answer your group answers. One of the Ss in group writes on board. And then orally compare correct answers from Ss and a teacher writes that correct answers write on the board.

-CCQs

What do you do? 

2. *Guess what the consumer wants to make a wish.
Give a picture of food to each group. Each member in group makes a sentence what the food is. If you make a sentence, you should use ‘a few/a little’ in your sentence. You have 2 minutes. 

-CCQs

What do you do? How much time do you have? How many make a sentence individually? Are they using ‘a few/a little?”
*Check the answer each group

Each member in group speak ones sentence and then the other group speak the answer. You should listen all of member sentences. 

-CCQs

Are they speaking the sentence which related to the food? 

Are they listening each member’s entire sentence?
