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I have described to emerge my experience of learning English from being a high school student to being a young adult with second language acquisition.
I have experienced both failure and success as a language acquisition. I am going 
to say my personal beliefs related to the TESOL 01 module.
At first, When I was a high school student, I just studied in a traditional class room. As you know the Korean school , in particular,  high level school’s have traditional form. 

All classes were based on traditional classroom with old-fashioned teachers who 

looks like explainers. 
In the large class room with over 30 people, teachers were always using some text books. Teachers were let students memorize a lot of words, reading and grammar skills, making students just listen, take notes. During the class teachers all were good at teaching their subject well. But I felt boring for the class also English is very difficult to me.  In this way I could learn grammar and vocabulary well, but I couldn’t speak English well.  
This method is good for memorizing vocabulary and grammar. But I can’t say that it was not good for improving English skills.
Secondly, I decided to study hard English 3 years ago. So I enrolled English institute in PAGODA. The course name was PIP Prep course. This class’s goal was “FUN English, you can speak English” in my opinion.

The size of class room was quite different from high school class room. The institute, of course, is not a school. So there were had many kind of class room type. There were 8~10 people in my class room. The teacher was mainly involver. She had a tendency to give some examples or demonstrate some proper answer to students. And then tried to make student try what they show. Also she was using a lot of multiple intelligences. For example, she have students take dictation while listen to the music, singing, reading aloud, pronunciation, pair work, chain drills etc. As mentioned earlier, she was using musical and interpersonal intelligences. It was really good because I had a lot of chances to think something in English. Another thing good was reduced the stress when student begin to speak. Moreover, she was really warm-hearted person so that always encouraged students even they make mistakes. 
I found that this teaching type was effective to develop oral skills, also it was very good to me. 
In my experience, the characteristic are that adults are goal-oriented, autonomous, and need to be shown respect. Adults likes me, they usually have a specific reason to learn. For example, they would start to study English for getting a job or to develop their English skills. During the institute class, the teacher showed to student like eye contacting, listen to concentration, giving more encouragement. 
By these actions, adult learners feel teacher can have a good relationship with us. Also they have more confident to teacher. 
 In conclusion, I have been thinking of a teacher. What makes a good teacher?

If I am English teacher, I will try to be an enabler. Maybe it is very difficult teacher type, but I really make a greater effort. I understand the students without any bias, and can communicate on their level. Also I organize the classroom environment and teaching type should be used differently according to the purpose and contents. Above all an effective teacher should be warm-hearted, making students feel at ease and enjoy learning. 

So, a good teacher must love the students as the first issue and then teach. The most important thing is make students realize what is their goal and motivation themselves. I’ll teach them with respect empathy and authenticity using lots of ways that I learn through this TESOL program.
