	Assumptions: 
Students already know 
-Words about family, class objects, animals, and food
-How to write words about family, class objects, animals, and food
-What is a capital and a small letter
-Teacher’s procedure and style in class


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If Ss have troubles in understanding instructions or explanations, re-teach with easier words and more examples. students have difficulties in doing activities,
-Ss may not have enough time working on a worksheet, make Ss stop doing a worksheet and solve the answers with a partner or whole class.
-If I can’t finish a lesson in time, do a worksheet as homework or do SOS activity.

	These are lists of people and these are lists of things. We can call all these word just one word. It is called Nouns. 

(Write Nouns down on a board)

So, today’s topic is ‘Nouns’. 

Listen and repeat after me, ‘Nouns’.

Great! 

Nouns are the names of people and the names of things. 
Everybody, what is my name?
Yes, Christine.

Is Christine a name of people?

So, Christine can be a noun. 

(Post christine on a board)

Can you find another person on the earth who is same as me?
No. I am only one!
So, when you write only one word you should write the first letter in a capital. 
(Post Christine with a big C on a board)

Let’s find more nouns in a sentence. 

(Post ‘Students open doors’)

Can anyone find any noun in this sentence?

Can you tell me any noun that you found in this sentence? 

Well done!

Where are nouns in a sentence? 

Yes. Nouns go either at the beginning or after a verb. 

CCQ’s 
-What do we call the names of people and things just one word?

-Are ‘father’ and ‘table’ nouns?

-Is ‘table’ a name of people?

-Where do nouns go in a sentence?

Great!

(Divide students into 3 groups)

I will give you 3 minutes.

-Do you have to make a sentence?

-After you listen to other student’s sentence, what do you do?

(Monitoring)

Okay. Time’s up. 

First group, can you tell your sentences? And what nouns are there? 
(Ask same questions to each group)

What a great work you did! 

(Clapping)

Error Correction
Here are two sentences. 
Are they correct? 

What do we should change?

Right. Be careful to write only one word. Moon is only one word. So, you have to write the first letter in a capital. And pencil is not only one word. So, you write P in a small letter. Also, at the beginning of sentence you have to write a capital letter.

Instructions
Can you find nouns in your house? 

After you go home, find nouns that you can see at home. And write down 10 nouns and 5 sentences on your notebook to use nouns that you find at home.

Right. Keep working on nouns.
