	Aims: 
- Student will be able to get experience how to listen for the gist of a story by deciding the main idea in this story.
- Student will be able to get experience how to listen for details by answering the questions

- Student will be able to understand the story by doing a worksheet. 
- Student will be able to speak that everyone is special as they are after discussion. 
- Student will be able to speak that they should not tease others through discussion.

	Language Skills:

- Speaking: Students speak the moral of the story.
- Listening: Students listen to teacher’s story telling.

	Language Systems:

- Discourse:  Students share their opinions each other.

	Assumptions:

- Ss had experiences of a crossword puzzle.

- Ss read and write and speak sentences in English.
- Ss understand classroom English.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If Ss don’t understand the discussion topics, explain them again to each group.
- If there are Ss don’t agree the moral, talk to them individually after class.
- If Ss play a bad joke with the moral, tell them it’s wrong decisively and help them to be serious.
- If time is too short, let students tell about their discussion in front of the classroom. 
- If time is too long, the worksheet will be homework

<Greeting>

T: Hello everyone! How are you? Good? Bad?
<Introduction>
T: (showing the picture) Let’s think.. like someone is talking to you like this, How would you answer when I ask ‘How’re you’? 
Ss: (response)
T: Right, when someone tease you like him, you’ll be really sad and unhappy.

	Procedure:
<Story>
T: (pointing at the picture in the book) 
Here’s one sad duck because everyone tease him.

Now I’m going to read a story about the sad ugly duckling. 
#1

T: I’ll read story the first time. Listen carefully what this story is about.
T; (read story slowly)
T: 1) Why did everyone think that the ugly duckling was ugly?

(Ss: He looked different from other ducklings)

-He was not ugly. He was just different.
    2) The ugly duckling looked ugly. Was he really ugly?
         (Ss: No! he was not. he was beautiful.)
     -nobody could notice his beauty. But he was beautiful originally.
#2
T: I’ll read the story again. At this time, you should listen for specific information. Here’re questions you should find out. 
(posts 5 questions on the board)
T: I’m going to read the first question. Second…Third….
1) Who teased the ugly duckling first? Why?
2) Why did the ugly duckling leave the kind old woman’s house?
3) When did the ugly ducking meet the hunter?
4) Where could the ugly duckling look at himself?
5) What was the ugly duckling? 
Listen carefully for the answers. I’ll read faster.
T: (reads story faster)
T: (elicits) Did you catch the answers? 
  OO, read and answer #1, please. #2, #3 #4, #5….
Ss: (read and answer)

	Procedure:
<Instruction>

T: This time we’ll do the worksheet about this story.
(posting the big puzzle for demo on the board) 
Here’s a fun crossword puzzle!!! 
T: (chesting the worksheet) Complete this puzzle answering these questions. Don’t be confused between ‘across’ and  ‘down’.
  (pointing at the big puzzle on the board) 
‘across’ is this way, and ‘down’ is this way.
 When you answer the number 1 and across, you’ll write like this.
T: (chesting) After you finish the puzzle, find two morals of this story using the letter in the bold and dotted outline box.
T: I’ll give you 2minutes. You’ll work alone. 
<ICQ>

T: OO, How much time do you have? Ss: response
T: OO, Do you work alone or pair?     Ss: response 
T: OO, Which way Is ‘across’?                Ss: response
T: Now pass the worksheet and start!
<Individual work>

Ss: (do their worksheet)
T: (monitor)

<Pair work>

T: Have you done? Now you’ll check the answers with your partner. 

(Teacher set the pair work partner) 30 seconds. 
Ss: (do pair check)

<Whole class work>

T: Now we’ll check the answers together. 

T: Read a question and answer from here.
Ss: (read the answer) 
T: (write the answers on the paper)
T: O.K   excellent! So did you complete the moral sentences?
    Let’s read together.

Ss: (response)
T: Right. No matter how they are different, they are special and beautiful, even if it’s on the inside so sometimes we can’t see it. That’s why we can never tease them about their appearance or their differences.

	Procedure:
<Instruction>

T: Now you’ll have discussion. 
T: (chesting the activity card) I’ll give you a card between three.
There’re 3 topics here. Discuss them.
T: I’ll give you 3 minutes. Work in three.
<ICQ>
T: OO, How much time do you have?    Ss: response
T: OO, Do you work in pair or in group? Ss: response
<Activity: Discussion>
Ss: (do the activity)

T: (monitor/find error for post-production)

If you have any question you don’t understand, feel free to ask me.

-Discussion Topic-
1) (pictures) Who do you think is the special person? Why?
2) Do you think ‘teasing’ is good or bad? Why? 
3) You can see a beautiful swan in your friends whoever they are.

Tell 1 special thing about your left person and “you are special”. 
T: This group, can you tell us about #1? Do you really think so?
Yes, though we’re all different, we are all special.

T: This group, can you tell us about discussion #2?

T: This group, can you introduce OO’s special thing you told?

<CCQ>
T: OO, if someone looks different, does it mean ‘ugly’?
T: OO, if you meet different friends, will you tease him? (No) 
Then, What will you do? (I’ll be his friend..)
T: OO, who is the very special person in this classroom? (Everybody)
Ss: (response)
T: Everybody did a good job. 
Remember you’re special and your friends are also special.

-Always tell your friends  “you’re special” 

-And don’t tease others, even for fun! 

<Goodbye>

T: Let’s wrap up reading the morals together looking at your classmates.
Ss: (say the moral)
T: Please take action as you speak. You can make it.
T: My special and beautiful Ss(friends)! Bye-bye!
