	Aims:
-Ss will know and practice the form, meaning, and use ‘Mine’,’Yours’by brainstorming, listening to teacher’s explanation, seeing a visual demonstration, answering concept check questions, completing the worksheets and talking with their classmates.




	Language Skills:
-Listening: T instructions,  explanation, and classmates
-Speaking: Drilling, Practice activities

-Reading: worksheets- instructions and questions
-Writing: Making up answers for each of the questions


	Language Systems:
-Phonology: listening to instruction & explanations, speaking through drilling
-Grammar: ‘Mine’, ‘Yours’
-Function: Discussing the topic


	Assumptions:
-Ss are elementary school students.
-Ss know all vocabularies in this lesson


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Ss may not clearly understand the meaning
-> provide more examples

-Ss may have a hard time drilling

-> error correct immediately and give Ss more chances to practice

-There may not be enough time to finish the lesson

T: Whose pencil is it?  Ss: It is my pencil
T: Yes, It is mine.

a. Simple Repetition Drill.

< Listening Drill>

Show Ss the Substitution Table.

Tell Ss listen quietly, individually.

Do not repeat. Only listen.

CCQ: What do you do?

Point to the Substitution Table while reading. Ss listen.

Tell Ss to listen & repeat.

CCQ: What do you do?

Point to the Substitution Table while reading & whole class repeats.

<Simple repetition by individual>

Pick someone Ss and make them repeat individual.

Point to the Substitution Table while reading & certain Ss repeats.

b. Simple substitution Drill

Tell Ss to listen & Make a sentence.

Show demo.

“Jacket is mine, this is yours.”(point out someone’s things)

Now, listen and make a good sentence.

CCQ: What do you do?

Point to the Substitution Table while reading & whole class makes sentences.

Point one Ss, tell him/her to listen and make a sentence.
