	Materials:
· Copy of the text ‘Which country….’ (12 copies )
· Copy of picture each country (each 4 countries )
· Copy of Worksheet (#1,2,3 each 12  copies)
· Map ( 2 copy)
· White board , marker, tape , sticker


	Aims:
· Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question.
Ss will improve scanning skill by answering true & false questions
Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.


	Language Skills:
· Listening:    listening to the teacher’s instruction and group student’s talking
· Speaking:  sharing ideas in a group  
· Reading:     reading text , worksheet
· Writing:   answering true & false question, taking notes or group sharing


	Language Systems:
- Lexis:   Vocabularies and expressions used in group work.
-Phonology:  Pronunciation.



	Assumptions:
· Most students have traveled abroad and experienced a lot of countries.
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Ss are used to working individually and in a group of 3~4
· Ss know how to skim and scan

· Ss know how to fill in the blanks.

· How the class is set up and run. (There will be 3-4 students in a group.)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students may not understand the situation or their roles,
 T should give students explanation and more time to talk about the situation each other.

· If time is short,
T gives 1~2 minutes.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
 give students time to share opinion with group member.
· Ss may not understand the words

Let them think again and share some ideas with group member.
