	Procedure:

Hello everyone. How are you guys? I’m actually in a bad mood because I received academic probation in my graduate course. Have any of you had trouble getting good grades in university? 
(Listen to Ss’ experience and elicit vocabulary and knowledges of students. Write down some interesting experience incidents and the name of that student)

Today we are going to learn what academic probation is and how you can overcome that situation.

	Procedure:
1. Vocabulary 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration 
Let’s read definition a together. Can anyone tell me which vocabulary matches the definition a? 
Instruction
I want each of you to look at the definitions and match them with the vocabularies. You have 5 minutes. Work individually. 
CCQ
What do you do with the vocabulary and definitions? 

How much time do you have? 

Monitor discreetly. Provide help if students asks for one. 

Give time warning. 30 seconds left. 

Check each answer. 

Provide more information if students don’t understand the vocabulary. 

2. Applying vocabulary 
Demonstration 
Let’s look at the first word on the worksheet.  What is it? 

(Ss’ answer : academic probation) 

Now let’s use this vocabulary to make a sentence. Can you give me an example? 

(Ss’ answer : I have never been on academic probation:
Instruction 
Now, I want you to use the given vocabulary to make sentences that explains about your personal experience or thoughts. For example, with the word “biology” you can say, “I never liked biology” . With your partner, share your answers. I’ll give you 3 minutes. 
CCQ

What are you supposed to do with given vocabularies? Are you making sentences that are relevant to your life or irrelevant? 
How much time do you have? 

(Ss’ do the work. Monitor actively. When students make mistakes, provide appropriate feedback)

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the Main Idea 

Demonstration 
Instructions

Now we are going to listen to a conversation between a man and a woman. I want you to listen without taking notes. Try to get the general idea of the conversation  
CCQ

Are you going to take notes? 
Are you going to listen for specific details or try to get the general idea? 

(Play the conversation ) 

Do you want to listen again? 

Yes→Have them listen one more time

No→Have students to speak out what the conversation was about. 

Write down what students have heard on the blackboard. 

2. Listening for Details 

Demonstration 
Instruction 
Now I want you to listen again. Carefully this time, focus on small details.  Take notes. Then after listening, answer the questions on the sheet as you listen. 
CCQ
Are you going to focus on details or general ideas?

Are you going to do the worksheet during or after the listening? 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the conversation again. 

(Each students will listen and answer the questions)

Yes→Have them listen one more time

No→Discuss the answers together. 

Now that we all know what the conversation was about, 

Let’s talk about it a little. 

Demonstration
(Pick one student)

Ex. Paul, if you were in Ryan’s shoes, which advice would you take? And why? 

(Ss answer)

Instruction 
Now, like this I want you to discuss the pros and cons of the two options that Jenny gave Ryan. Please use your personal experience to share your thoughts. Work in pairs and I’ll give you 5 minutes. Write down your answers on the pros/cons chart. 
CCQ 

What are you supposed to do? 
Are you working alone? 

How much time do you have? 

Now let’s discuss your answers together. 

(Write Ss’ answers on the board)

	Procedure:

1. Production 
Now we have all heard the pros and cons of the two 

advices that Jenny gave to Ryan. Now what can we do

 to prevent academic probation? There were some 

answers in the conversation that we’ve just heard. 

What were they? 

(Ss’ answer) 

Demonstration
Now, let’s brainstorm for other ways to prevent academic

 probation. Can anyone give me one example? 

(One student answer)

Very good. That can help us greatly! 
Instruction
Now, I want you to come up with ways to prevent 

academic probation. Share your ideas in groups. I’ll give 

you 5 minutes. 

CCQ
What are you going to talk about? 

How much time do you have? 

Students share their ideas.
Monitor discreetly. Provide help when needed. 

2. Conclusion 

Today, we’ve learned vocabulary and expressions related
 to academic probation and university life. Also, we’ve
 shared our ideas about ways to avoid academic 
probation. Now, the homework is to sum up the ideas from

 your group discussion and write them down on the blank 

paper I’m going to give you. For our next lesson, we are 

going to learn about a dialogue about how to apply for 

scholarships in universities. 

CCQ
What is your homework? 

What are we going to learn next time? 

Thank you everyone. Have a great day and see you next 

time. 



<Listening Script>
W: Hey, Ryan. What’s new?
M: Hi, Jenny. Nothing much. 

W: Everything OK? You seem kind of down

M: I got this notice today. I’m on academic probation

W: Probation? Why? Your grades have been great !

M: Most of them are, but I failed geology.

W: Why?

M: Well, first I signed up for too many classes. 18 credit hours. Then, I got sick and fell behind in my economic class. That’s my major. I had to write this big term paper. I also had to write another paper for my literature class, so I was concentrating on those. I just didn’t have time to study geology.

W: Why didn’t you drop it and take it again later?

M: I was going to, but like I said, I was sick for awhile, and I missed the deadline to drop classes. Man, I’ve never flunked a class in my life!

W: It’ll be OK. Here’s what you can do. You have two weeks to appeal to the college director. You can write him a letter and explain your circumstances. I’m sure when he hears what happened and looks at all your good grades, he’ll take you off probation.

M: I could try, I guess, but I don’t know…I don’t really have a good excuse. It IS my fault. And I was only taking geology to fulfill a stupid science credit!

W: Your second choice is just to take the class again. You have one year. If you pass it, the new grades will replace the “F” on your transcripts. 

M: Well, I could try that, but…um, the thing is, I don’t know if I CAN pass it. It was hard!

W: Sure you can! You’re smart, and I’ll help you. Next semester, just don’t take so many hours so you have more time to study. But Ryan, you’ve gotta do something – unless you want that “F” on your permanent record!
