Aims:





- Ss will learn new vocabulary through worksheets.


- Ss will practice listening to real-life speech of people.


- Ss will practice speaking in a pair discussion.


- Ss will practice listening for details through worksheets.





Language Skills:





-  Listening : short conversation about a trip


-  Speaking : discussion. Comparing answers with a partner


-  Reading : vocabulary work sheet


-  Writing : answering questions in the worksheet 









































Language Systems:





- Phonology : learn pronunciation of vocabulary  


- Lexis : vocabulary used in the conversation


- Discourse : work in pairs and discuss  





Assumptions:





- Ss understand most of the vocabulary in the conversation.


- Most Ss have taken a trip to another city or country.


- Most Ss have some recommendation or advice for a trip.


- Ss will enjoy sharing their experience and advice.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-  Ss may have some difficulties to understand some sentences.


       ⇒ Let them listen to the CD again until they understand the content.





- Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.


       ⇒ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause)





-If Ss need more time to finish their activity.


       ⇒ Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut post activity-discussion short.





-If Ss finish their activity earlier than anticipated.


       ⇒ Ask as many Ss as possible about their experience and advice.
