Last Monday was Arbor Day. Did everyone know that?
      Do you ever take part in planting trees?
I never take part in planting trees.

-Elicit the answers from the Ss.

- Ask some more questions with “Do you ever…?” and elicit some adverbs of frequency in their answers.

“Do you ever go to Jimjilbang?”                   
“Do you ever go to church?”
“Do you ever eat Kimchi?”
“Do you ever go to the movies?
Ok. Today we are going to learn frequency words.

Demonstration

      And then decide who will be a subject and a verb.

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Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-  Ss may be confused with adverbs of frequency and their position.


   -> Give them more examples. 


-  Ss may need more time than expected.                            


   -> Cut post-activity short.                  


- Ss may finish the activities earlier than expected.


  -> Ask as many Ss as possible about their questionnaire.

-  Ss are confused with some of adverbs of frequency.


-  Ss are confused with the position of frequency words.
