	Procedure: Learn the target words and discuss the topic
I. Prediction

<Instruction>
(Distribute worksheets)

“Take a look at the first page in your worksheet. There are  a picture and question. Think about the question and then I will ask that question” 
Elicit their interests in the topic and let them share their experiences.
Help them concentrate on a topic.

II. Vocabulary
<Instruction>

Work individually. Have them read it and fill in the blank by using each word in a word box.

“Take a look at your vocabulary worksheet on the second page and make sure it is clearly printed. There are mathematics related items. Learning items will help you guys understand number expression easily.

 <Demonstration>

“Read the each sentence. “the process of adding two or more numbers together to find their total”.  This sentence means ‘addition’, so write the answer next to No. 1.”
<CCQ>

1 What do you fill in the blanks ?
2 How much time do you have ?

3 Can I check your answers right now ?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask question. Give time warning : 30 seconds left.
Be flexible with time : Give 1 more minute if they need it.

<Check answers>

-Elicit the meaning from students

Activity 1 : Learn how to read various number expressions 
<Instruction>

“Take a look at the third page. Now we are going to learn how to speak each mathematics formula and some other number expressions.”
“As you see, there are various examples and so you can answer the each question easily. So I will give you 3 minute. Write the answers to the questions using each example.”
<CCQ>

1 Is it difficult to write the answers ?

2 If you don’t know some answer, skip the question.

3 How much time do you have ?

(After 3 min)
“Are you finished ?” Let’s check the answers together.”
After writing each question on the board, ask them the answers.

If some students answer the question, give them sweets.

Activity 2 : Preparation for Real play
<Instruction>

“So far we learned how to speak various number expressions in English. And so from now on, we will have time to do real play.”
<Demonstration>

“There are 4 situations. Situations for real play are as follow. ; Teaching mathematics formula in math class, asking a date’s cell phone number during the blind date, 
Giving customer the exchange in the market, letting customers know today’s weather.
Divide into 4 group of 2~3 people and decide the situation through a raffle. 
So according to each situation given, have them make a plan to do real play such as assigning a role, making a conversation word and so on.

Title : How to read numbers





Length : 20 minutes

Materials:

- 4 pieces of paper wrote each situation 

















Aims:


- Ss will share their experiences on difficulty of reading numbers in diverse situations and feel importance of reading numbers.


- Ss will learn vocabulary related mathematics through worksheet.


- Ss will practice simple mathematical formula and how to read number expression 


on their worksheets in English.


- Ss will practice and improve speaking and listening through doing a real play. 


- Ss will learn how to cooperate in a group after listening to T’ instructions.





Language Skills:


-  Listening : Listen to the teacher’s instruction and students’ share their experiences on the topic.


-  Speaking : Present their ideas of some questions, compare answers with partners,  


   and do real play 


- Reading :  Vocabulary and exercise worksheet.


- Writing : Answering to the questions on worksheet.  





Language Systems:


- Phonology : learn pronunciation of the words


- Lexis : Vocabularies on worksheet


- Discourse : Students in pair work and real play


- Grammar : Answer the question according to fixed examples.














Assumptions:


- Ss have learned studied listening activity.  


- Most of Ss have experiences on difficulty of reading number expression


- Ss have basic speaking ability.


- They know teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course 


- Most of Ss have no idea of English mathematics items.  


- Ss like pair or group work and real play.














Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- If some Ss can’t concentrate on the lesson


  -> Keep the eye contact or pay attention to them by walking around them and ask 


some question related to the topic


-  Ss may have some difficulties to understand vocabularies


   -> T tells Ss synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed


-  If the real play is too difficult to them


  -> T will demonstrate how to do the role play


- Ss finish their task earlier than expected


  -> Have Ss compare their answers with their partners
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
