	Procedure: 
<Greeting>
“Hi everyone, did you have nice weekdays ? How are you going today ?

 Can you tell me one thing you do every morning ?”  

Elicit their daily life from them, then ask questions.  

“Imagine about your daily life. What do you do every morning ? “ 

After small talking, show some pictures and have them answer the questions using simple present tense’.

“Take a look at the pictures. Describe Jenny’s activity shown in the picture.”
“What does he do at 9 ?. What does he do at 2 ? …”
“To describe this kind of daily life, we need to know simple present tense. Now Let’s learn about the simple present tense more specific”

Draw the time line of the simple present tense on the board.

Explain to them what the simple present tense is

<Instruction>

“The simple present tense expresses daily habits or usual activities, as we learned. And general statements of fact. Use basic form of verb” 
Make simple examples by using sentences like ‘I like reading a book’ and change the subject of ‘I’ into ‘She’. Then ask them whether verb is the same or not.

“She like reading a book. Is this a right sentence? if not, what do we have to change in this sentence ? So to make correct sentences, we need to learn the conjugation of English verbs according to the subject.”
<Demonstration>
“When the subject is 3rd singular, you put –s or –es in the end of the verb. If the verb finishes ‘y’ and the letter before ‘y’ is consonant, change ‘y’ into ‘I’ and put –es.

<CCQ>

If I say “I ride a bicycle every morning”, what’s the meaning ? Am I riding a bicycle now ? (yes or no) 

Did I ride a bicycle yesterday morning ? (yes or no)

Am I going to ride a bicycle tomorrow morning ? (yes)
2. Form and drilling
Draw a substitution table on the board.

Let them know how to make simple present negative and the question.
“By using sentences in the table, we can learn how to make simple present negative and question. At first, to make them, we need do or does. In case of Do, it is used for subject of ‘I’, ‘you’, ‘we’, ‘they’ and ‘plural noun’. And in case of Does, it is used for subject of ‘she’, ‘he’, ‘it’ and ‘singular noun’.  So you guys memorize each use.”
<Transformation Drill>

Using example sentence, practice how to make simple present negative and question.

Write a first example sentence on the board.

‘ I watch a TV’  
“As you see, these are assertive sentences. Let’s make a negative.” 
CCQ : To make it, what do we need ? 

If they answer ‘do’, have them make negative and question and speak it.

Then teacher write the correct sentence on the board.

Have them answer the questions. After that check the answers together.

Aims:


- Ss will learn conjugation.

-  If Ss have trouble with drilling practice


   -> Correct errors immediately & give Ss more chances to practice

   -> Have Ss compare their answers with their partners
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
