<Greeting>
“Hi everyone, did you have nice weekdays ? How are you going today ?

<Elicit from student>

“Do you believe in superstitions ? what kind of superstition do you know” ? 

Ask the questions and have them answer. Then explain topic related stories.
“There are Korean superstitions. If you hear magpie singing in the morning, you will have welcome guest. Or if you whistle at night, some snake will appear in  home. Or if you find a crow, you will be unlucky that day.
In this way there are too much superstitions. But we don’t know whether it is true of not. So today we are going to learn about diverse superstitions from other countries.”

Activity 1 : Reading and questionings. 
<Instruction>

<Questions>

1 How many superstitions are mentioned in the text ?

2 According to first superstition, what will happen if we open an umbrella inside?

3 In a story about unlucky 13, what did uninvited 13th guest do ?

4 According to the text, are there many ancient superstitions in our society?
Activity 2 : Reading comprehension.

<Instruction>

“Do the reading comprehension worksheet based on reading text. I will give you 3 minutes. Work individually.”

1 How much time do you have ?

2 Are you working alone ?

Distribute the worksheet. 

Have them do worksheet

If they need more time, give 30 seconds or 1 minute.
After that, check the answers together.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- If some Ss can’t concentrate on the lesson


   -> Keep the eye contact or pay attention to them by walking around them and ask 


questions related to the topic


-  If Ss have difficulties in doing activities


  -> Try to clear with instruction and monitor them


-  If Ss don’t understand vocabulary in reading text


   -> Explain the vocabulary in easy words


- If Ss finish their task earlier than expected


   -> Have Ss compare their answers with their partners


- If Ss need more time to read text or solving the questions


  -> Give them a little more time to read carefully and work on it
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
