	Procedure:
1. Vocabulary
a) Presentation

(Put 4 print letters on the board)

T: “I have written down four keyword (substance, addicted, dangerous, drugs )that is relevant to today’s topic and it is sometimes rarely talk about.”
-Divide the students into groups of 4(four) and tell them to write definitions (in English of course) for your words on the board. Encourage the use of dictionaries to translate but not English dictionaries that will give them the definition of each word! Give the students about 2.5 minutes to come up with their definitions.
Warning: To watch out for running out of time

Hand out-Tr’s only definition sheet to students

b) CCQ

(concept check ‘substance, addicted, dangerous, drug’ after group work with whole class)
C.C.Q.
- Are you getting a firm grasp on what T said about four keywords?
- What is the today’s lesson?
(Remind them) one more time…Today’s lesson is Drugs Are Dangerous.

1. Guiding Questions and Task A
(Write the question on the board)

CCQ

(If yes, try to give more example sentences and write on the white board)

What do you think about the Unscramble sheet? Is it easy or hard?

Aims:


-To familiar with vocabulary substance, addicted, dangerous, drugs by Ss discussing with partner on making their own definition and write on board


-Ss will be able to understand the main idea by fill in the blank activity sheet





Language Skills:


Reading: reading text “Drugs are dangerous”/worksheet


Writing: Solving comprehension questions / taking notes of group discussion


Speaking: sharing ideas in a group


Listening: listening to Ts presentation, instruction, demonstration/classmates’ ideas





Language Systems:


Lexis: Dangerous / Drugs, Substance / Addicted(Key words &new vocabulary in the article)


Phonology: Dangerous / Drugs, Substance / Addicted, etc.(Fill in the blank related vocabularies in the article)








Assumptions:
