You should do something = it is a good thing to do / right thing to do. You can use should to give advice / to give an opinion:
i.e> The gov’t should do more to help homeless ppl.

We often use should w/ I think / I don’t think / Do you think…?:

Example> I think gov’t should do more to help homeless ppl.

You shouldn’t do something = it isn’t good thing to do

i.e> You shouldn’t believe everything you read in newspapers.

Should is not as strong as must:
e.g> You should apologize = it would be a good thing to do 
We also use should when something is not right or not what we expect:

Ex>The price on this package is wrong. It should be $1.29, not $1.59.

We use should to say that we expect something to happen:

i.e>She’s been studying hard for exam, so she should pass. (=I expect her to pass)
You should have done something = you didn’t do it / it would have been the right thing to do.

i.e.> I wonder why they’re so late. They should have been here an hour ago.

Compare should (do) and should have (done):

i.e.> You look tired. You should go to bed now
Ought to
You can use ought (w/ to) instead of should:

i.e>She’s been studying hard for exam, so she ought to pass

-------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

Use would (‘d) when we imagine situation / action:

It would be nice to buy new car,/ we can’t afford it.

Use would have done when we imagine situations or actions in past:

I didn’t invite them to party. They wouldn’t have come anyway.

Compare will (‘ll) & would (‘d):

I’ll stay a little longer. I’ve got plenty of time.

I’d stay a little longer, / I really have to go now. (so I can’t stay longer)

Sometimes would/ wouldn’t is past of will/won’t. Compare:

Present                    Past
Tom: I’ll call you on Sun ( Tom said he’d call me on Sun.
