	Aims
· Ss learn new idioms, figurative expressions in lyrics
· Ss can guess the meaning of the lyrics in the context

· Ss can get the message by listening the song and discussion 

· Ss can exchange their ideas  with their partner  
· Ss can be familiar with spoken English used in pop-song


	Language Skills
· Listening:  Listening to a song, listen partner’s opinion 
· Reading : Lyrics of the song
· Speaking:  Discussion with a partner
· Writing :  Fill-in-the-blank


	Language Systems
· Phonology :  how to pronounce /z/ sound in ‘applause’, ‘clothes’
· Lexis : idioms,  figurative expressions 
· Grammar: Little mentioned
· Function : make a strong complain to another person
· Discourse :  discussion on specific topic

	Assumptions
· Ss usually do pair work  
· Ss are all adults(over 20 years old) 
· Ss has a fundamental knowledge about R&B( have heard R&B music or enjoy it)
· Ss have enough ability to express their ideas and opinions freely
· Ss can understand  metaphorical[figurative] expression in a lyrics
· 

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions 
· Ss may not be able to can’t catch the exact message of the song
⇒  Explain the situation of the song 
· Ss may not be able to fill the blanks perfectly

 ⇒ Chunk the listening( pause-play-pause-play ) 
· If time is short

⇒  there are 2 topics as a post activity, so cut 1 topic
· If  they finish their activities earlier than expected
⇒ check the idioms and expressions again
⇒ listen to the fill version of song

Ss: (ANSWER)

T: Yes. Correct. R&B is acronym of Rhythm and Blues.

Is there anyone who knows famous singers in this genre?

(Show pictures of the artists Ss)
Ss: (ANSWER)

T: Good. Michael Jackson, Stevie Wonder, Whitney Houston and Mariah Carey are singers of R&B genre. Today, we will listen one of Rihanna’s mega hit R&B song

	I. Idioms, Figurative Expressions in a Song

<Instruction>

T: Discuss about the meaning of the words in a song with your partner. 
<ICQ>

T: There are 5 idioms and 5 figurative expressions on the worksheet. Guess the meaning please. There are pictures that will help your understanding. You have 7 minutes.

<Demonstration>

T: If your partner doesn’t know the meaning of ‘apologize, tell your partner one of the similar expressions ‘sorry’.  Let’s start!

· (Distribute the worksheet, Pictures to help understanding of words in lyrics)

Monitor discreetly. If Ss ask a question, explain by telling similar expressions.
<Check Answer>
T: Are you finished? Was if difficult or easy?

·  Ask Ss and Elicit the meaning from Ss at first

· Explain the meaning of idioms, figurative expressions through pictures, TPR, similar expressions

	Ⅰ. First Listening 
<Instruction>

T: Now you will listen to the song for the first time. Please fill out the blanks in the worksheet.  If you miss the word, just ignore it. It’s ok.
<Demonstration>
T: (play and pause the very first part of the song)

“how about  a                  of applause”
Can you tell me what you listen?

S: ‘round’. We studied this world at the beginning.

T: Excellent! Now can you fill the other blanks?

Ss : Yes!
(Distribute the worksheets for each)

T: (Play the song)
Ss: (Listen to the song carefully and fill the blanks)
T: Compare your answer with your partner and fill the blanks.
<Check the Answers>
T: Ok! Let’s check the answers.

· Ask Ss first 
· If Ss are wrong, do chunk listening and later tell the answer
· Distribute the full version of lyrics at last

· “what would you do if you find out that your girl friend or boyfriend is cheating on you?” 

· “Do you sometimes lie to your boyfriend or girlfriend?”
(Distribute the discussion topics)

· Ss  freely exchange their ideas with their partner

T: Good job everybody. It was fantastic that we have lots of discussions here. Today’s assignment is finding figurative expressions in your favorite pop song.
