Introduce a poet’s biography and a poem

Poem always deliver some message to readers; therefore, we should search what poet tries to say.

Ask to students what they can predict with topic

Instruction
You will read Emily Dickinson’s poem. After you read two times, fill in your answers that I provide. Some questions are asking direct relating to the poem; however, you should know the poem is not an article which contains facts. So, you should think as poet in 7minutes.

To work with your partner.

CCQ
Are you going to read a newspaper now?

Do we have 7minutes to read a poem?

Let them read a poem at least two times

Monitoring students if they have any questions

After students read a poem, taking some time to go over all new vocabulary and some comprehension questions.

Including literal, interpretive, and applies questions relating to the poem.

Let students thinking what message they can get.

Aims:

Language Skills:
