	Aims:
· To learn vocabulary and expression of travel reservation

· To practice listening by working in a group



	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Role play and share their experience
· Listening: Role play, listen teacher’s instruction, and listen other’s experience
· Reading: Read the expressions on worksheet
· Writing: Write vocabulary answers



	Language Systems:

· Function: Persuade and express their needs 
· Lexis: Vocabulary in the worksheet
· Discourse: Share experience



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Familiar with role play


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Vocabulary on worksheet may easy to Ss
→Finish early and drill expressions

· If the role play takes more time than expected
→Listen only 1-2 groups role play

· If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
→In post-activity, listen all of Ss experience

· If Ss don’t have any experience to share
→Tell them my experience
