	Aims:
· To learn vocabulary about disaster

· To practice listening from dialog with different accent

· To practice listening from dialog which about current event

· To be able to pick up details from the fast paced talk by answering details questions on a worksheet.

· To practice speaking by discussing




	Language Skills:
· Listening: Two people’s conversation

· Reading: Vocabularies on worksheet

· Speaking: Prediction, comparing answers, and discussion

· Writing: Correct sentence from T/F questions and listening for details




	Language Systems:

· Lexis: Vocabulary which is related with topic
· Function: Discussion with words which learned in class



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (2students are in one group and person in group is their partner)
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· All students are more than age 23
· They’re interested in current events


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

→Chunk the listening or replay the part where students are confused

· Students may need more time to work on worksheet

→have 2 spare minutes when divide the class time

· If time is short

→Cut prediction short and only ask only 1~2 students to share their prediction form the title

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→Have more production & discuss time and ask each of student’s opinion

Hello everyone, how are you?

	Procedure:

Vocabulary

(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

Look at the first word. What do you think, “donate” means? Right, it means, “give away”. So put the letter “e” in the blank next to “donate”.

Instruction

Work with your partner. Find the phrase that best described each word in the left-hand column. Write the letter in the blank. You have 4 minutes.

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What do you write in the blank?

Monitor actively. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Give 1 more minutes if they need it.

Check answers

Ask the answers to students and if necessary, explain the meaning.

Prediction

Write the title “Earthquake at Haiti” on the board. Let the students think and talk their predictions from the title.

	Procedure:

First listening for main idea

Instruction

Work individually. You’re going to listen two people’s conversation and as you were predict, they’re talking about earthquake at Haiti. Look at the second part of handout which says first listening. Those are true/false questions.

If the statement is true, write T on the line. If the statement is false, write F on the line and correct the statement.

CCQ

What are you going to listen?

Which part in the handout are we doing?

What are you supposed to do if the statement is true/false?

(Play the recording)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes→ Have them listen one more time.

· No→ Compare answers with whole class.

Second listening for details

Instructions

Now we’ll listen the conversation again. Look at the Second listening on the handout. Answer the questions, fill the blank, and complete the sentence. Work individually.

CCQ

Which part in the handout are we doing?

Are you working alone?

What are you supposed to do?
(Play the recording)

· Do you want to listen again?

· Yes→ Have them listen more times.

· No→ compare answers with partner for 1 minute.

Share the answers with whole class. 

If they’re confused in some parts, play the dialog and repeat the part.
