Hi, everyone. How’re you?
Do you like watch news on TV? I think you’d watched news at least one time, right? Then did you notice how the news reporter’s saying? 
For example, I’m the reporter and Clair is famous celebrity. She said “I love Issabel.” Then, I can report her words in two ways. “Claire said ‘I love Issabel.’” Or “Clair said that she loved Issabel.” Right?
And we called this as Reported Speech.
So today, we’re going to learn Reported Speech.

(Distribute the worksheet)

You can see Paris Hilton on your worksheet.
You want to tell somebody else what Paris said.

You can repeat her words: Paris said, “I am having a party.” Or You can use reported speech: Paris said (that) she was having a party.
First sentence is Direct speech and Second sentence is Reported speech. (Write them on the board)
What is different? Verb changed its form from. The present form changes to the past form in reported speech.
(Study next picture in the same way)

	Procedure:

See the next worksheet. I wrote those sentences for helping your understand.
(Ss read the sentences)
As you can see, verb changes its form in reported speech. But there are some exceptions. See the second part. Should/ought to/might are not change its forms.

Now, I want you to do some exercise. I have another worksheet and I’ll do the first sentence. It says (write on the board)Jenny said, “I will help you.” In reported speech, Jenny said (that) she would help me.
Instruction
Work in pair. Change sentences to the reported speech. You have 3minutes.

Are you working alone?
How much time do you have?
(Distribute the worksheet)
Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Give 1 minute more if they need it.

Check the answers. Ask Ss to read the complete sentence.

Drill
(Write ‘Amy said “I go to club.”’ on the board.)
Ask Ss to change the direct speech to reported speech. Then change the verb ‘go’ to ‘am going, was going, went, etc.’ and ask Ss to change it to reported speech.
You guys did good job today.
Conclude lesson

Today’s lesson, we studied Reported speech. When you want to tell somebody what other say, you use reported speech and the important thing you have to remember is verb’s form.

For homework, write 5 reported speech sentences.
