Hi, everyone. How are you?

So I have a vocabulary worksheet to you. Find the phrase that best described each word and write the word in the blank. Work individually and you have 3 minutes.

CCQ

(Distribute the worksheet)

Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Give 30 seconds more if they need it.
Check the answers. Ask Ss to read the answer. Write the answer on the board.

Instruction
Now we’re going to read 3 short fables. Its title is ‘The fox and The Crow’, ’The Lion and The Mouse’, and ‘The Frog and The Ox’. Those stories might be familiar with you. Read individually and you have 4 minutes.
CCQ

What will you read?

Do you read with your partner?

How much time do you have?
(Distribute the worksheet)

Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Give 30 seconds more if they need it.
Reading comprehension
Demonstration
I’ll ask you one question. At first fable ‘The fox and The Crow’, look at the first sentence. What was in the Crow’s beak? (Ss say ‘a piece of cheese’) Right, good job.

Instruction
I’m going to give you a reading comprehension question worksheet. Those are multiple choice and not that difficult to find an answer. So work individually and you have 3 minutes.
CCQ

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Give 30 seconds more if they need it.
Check the answers. Ask Ss to read the answer.

Crossword
Instruction
Now, we’re going to do crossword. You can find the answers on vocabulary worksheet and reading worksheet. Work in pairs and it’s a speed game so find the answer as fast as you can.
CCQ

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet)
Monitor actively.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.
Give 30 seconds more if they need it.
Check the answers. Ask Ss to read the answer.

Conclude lesson

Today’s lesson, we studied vocabulary, read Aesop’s fables with worksheet. ’The Fox and The Crow’, ’The Lion and The Mouse’, and ’The Frog and The Ox’. And we played crossword.

For homework, write 5 sentences with vocabulary we learned today.
