	Procedure:
Good morning, everyone! How are you today? How about the weather? Isn’t it cold? I’m very cold now. What do I need now? Yes, a coat, or a jacket, or a muffler. (Wear some clothes.) These are clothes. (Write ‘clothes’ on the board.) 
Today we will learn about clothes.

	Procedure:
Shirt, dress, skirt, pants, socks, shoes. (Put the flashcards on the board.) Repeat after me. Shirt. Good. This is a shirt. (Show the realia. Follow the same routine for all the words.)

	Materials: paper dolls, scissors, glues, crayons

	Procedure:
(Instructions)
Look at this. The clothes are all for a teddy bear. We will make like this. You will have this paper. Choose 2 or 3 clothes and cut them out. You have 3 min.
(ICQ’s) 
-----, will you color or cut the paper?
-----, will you cut out all the drawings or 2 or 3?
-----, do you have 3min or 5min?
 (Distribute the paper and monitor.)

(Instructions)

Did you finish all? Now attach the clothes on the bear and color them and the bear and draw eyes. You have 5 min.

(ICQ’s) 

-----, do you have 3 min or 5min?
-----, will you color and attach or attach and then color them?

-----, will you color just clothes or clothes and the bear?
-----, will you draw a nose or eyes?

(Distribute materials. Monitor.)

	Materials: a white board, board markers

	Procedure:
Show me your bears. You all did a great job!

Look at the -------‘s bear. ------, what is your bear wearing?
S: Shoes.(T Pick up the flash cards.) Right. Say shoes again?(The student say again.)
Say together, shoes. Good. (Follow the routine for all the words.)
(CCQ’s) 1. ----, is this a shoe or shoes?

2. ---, which one do boys wear, pants or a dress?

3. ---, is this bear wearing a skirt? 
4. ----, are you wearing a dress or a shirt?
5. ----, are you wearing socks? (Show us yours.)
Well done. 
(S.O.S. plan)

Everyone knows ‘teddy bear song’, right?
Let’s sing with these lyrics. (Show Ss modified teddy bear song.)

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your shoes.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your dress.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your pants.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

That will do.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your skirt.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your socks.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Show your shirt.

Teddy bear, Teddy bear,

Say good bye!

If your bear wears shoes, raise your bear. (Demo) Let’s sing.(Sing together.)

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Language Systems:


Lexis :shirt, pants, dress, skirt, shoes, and socks 


phonology: aware of pronunciation of ‘r’, ’sh-’, ‘p’ 





Assumptions:


Ss know the words of colors.


Ss know the concept of singular and plural.


Ss have ever heard ‘teddy bear’ song.


Ss are familiar with the teacher’s procedure and style in class.


Ss are usually active and hard-working.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have difficulty in pronunciation of ‘r.’ 


-To repeat drilling and doing it separately.





There might be no time to finish up.


-To reduce the post activity.


 


There might be extra time.


-To hand out assignment and give instructions (demonstration & ICQ’s.)


-To do more CCQ’s.
