-Ss understand story of the salt merchant and his donkey clearly
-Ss understand the story and figure out what story is teaching a lesson

-Ss can share their experience from activities
-Ss improve speaking and listening skills from activity and pair work

-Ss able to get experience how to listen for the gist of a story by deciding the main idea in this story
-Ss able to listening for gist, listening for details, doing speaking activity


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Elicitation, Q&A, talking in pairs sharing information and complete work
Listening: Listening to Teacher’s story telling and worksheet


	Language Systems:

Discourse: Ss having a discussion and share their thoughts


	Assumptions: Ss already know

-Ss know simple vocabulary words and simple sentences
-Ss able to figure out main idea from story
-Ss are able to read and answer
-Ss are able to tell (speak) their thoughts in words


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-If Ss don’t understand story than review story to Ss many times
-If time is running too late T give worksheet for homework
-If Ss finish work early T give Ss SOS activity, writing new ending.
-If Ss can’t figure out the main idea of story elicit from other student who know the moral of the story, or tell student moral of the story.

<Greeting>

Hello everyone!! How are you today?

Ss: I’m good. Thank you.
T: good or tired

T: I’m tired because I have done so many things.
<Elicitation>
T: When I was a child, my mom told me to clean my room but I used to trick my mom by throwing everything in a closet or hide all under the bed.
Ask Ss: What do you do when you have things to do but you don’t want to do?

	Procedure:

T: You will going to hear an Aesop’s fable it’s called The salt merchant and his donkey. Please

Listen carefully while I’m reading and Try to find what this story is teach you. 

<elicit prediction>
First, Look at this book cover.

And tell me what you think about picture. 
Write elicit prediction from Ss on w/b

(if necessary)

T: Read a story slowly to Ss.

Discussion: T elicit gist from students

Ask Ss what is the moral of the story:
Moral: Don’t play tricks! 

Do the  things  when  it has  to be done.
T: tell Ss that T will read story again and students should listen for specific information

T posts Big sheet 4-6 Questions on W/B

1. What was the thing that became lighter after the donkey fell into water?

2. What was the thing that became heavier after the donkey fell into water? 
3. What made donkey in trouble?
4. Why did donkey fell into water purposely?

5. Did the salt merchant know about donkey’s trick?

T reads them and tell Ss to listen for the answers
T: Read a story faster to Ss
Discussion: T elicits detail answers from Ss about questions above
