-It means joking, jesting, making fun.
“Dizzy”
-It means you lose consciousness for a short time because of pain, /collapse.

Donna Ash-lock, a 14 year old girl from California, was very sick. She had a bad heart.”Donna needs a new heart, her doctors said. She must have a new heart, or she will die soon.”
Felipe Garza, 15, was worried about Donna. Felipe was Donnas’ friend. He liked Donna very much. He liked her freckles, and he liked her smile. Felipe didn’t want Donna to die.

Felipe talked to his mother about Donna. “I’m doing to die”, Felipe told his mother, “and I’m going to give my heart to Donna.”

Felipe’s mother didn’t pay much attention to Felipe. “Felipe is just kidding,” she thought.” Felipe is not going to die. He’s strong and healthy.”
But Felipe was not healthy. He had terrible headaches sometimes. “My head really hurts,” he often told his friends. Felipe never told his parents about his headaches.
One morning Felipe woke up with a sharp pain in his head. He was dizzy, and he couldn’t breathe. The Garzas rushed Felipe to the hospital. Doctors at the hospital had terrible news for Garza’s. “Felipe’s brain is died,” the doctors said. We can’t save him.”

Aims:

Assumptions:





   Students already know …


Ss know what The Gift is.


The class work in pairs or groups occasionally


Know how to skim and scan.


Familiar vocabulary in worksheets and script.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not be able to catch key words and sentence in the text.


(Read again for Ss to catch key words)


Ss will have difficulty in doing the comprehension question.


(Have Ss do themselves first and give some help. If they still don’t know. Explain the general story of the text.


If the time is short. (Cut / reduce the number of Ss sharing their ideas.) Or cut off the time of post activity.


If Ss finish their activity earlier than expected, use the (SOS plan).


(Give Ss an extra comprehension question worksheet.)  
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
