When I think aback on my own experience of learning English, I’d like to talk about my English teacher of 3rd grade of junior school.  I remember that he was very neat person who was over fifty tears old and always put on formal suit and tied. I remember his main character was big self confidence that seemed like that was all he had.
He never cared about the level of students in the class. At that time, the size of the classroom was over 50 students. Because the different level of students studying together, the lecture could be quite easier for a few student but for the others could be difficult to understood. So our classroom was divided into two groups which mean one was studying and the other was just sleeping. I believe one third in front of seats students were studying, and the others were bored, playing, and sleeping in the back. I was in between group, sometimes studying and sometimes sleeping. Through my junior school, English was just boring subject matter. Even though the teacher noticed our problems, but he never did anything to solve. He always stood up in front of board, walked by side two or three steps that were all his movements in our classroom.
I try to make a relation with my personal beliefs to concepts learned in the TESOL, at the first, the classroom size was too big to teach 15 years old young students. Adult students have strong goal oriented personal character, but young students are different with them. The young student seats down on the last row of the class room, she could be easily distracted attention if the teacher never walked crosses the classroom. He would better make group sittings in three or four. Then he could walk by the groups to check and feedback with the students, and also give an extra-work to whom done early.

The teacher told us the graduated in Seoul University that is the best university in Korea. I think that fact gave him great confidence, and made him not preparing any activities in the class. He was good explainer especially in grammar. He just wrote down on the board, so we need to saw his back during the most time in class hour. That made students got bored easily. I think he would better use many grammar activities for the students to get pay attention and help easy comprehension instead of writing on the board during 45 minutes.
He seemed like to never pay attention to how the students think about his class. He never smile during the class, and was kind of authentically himself. I guess he might know the subject matter very well, but he had poor teaching skills.

In conclusion, I think my teacher was belongs to traditional explainer type. I believe that English is not too stressful subject matter like mathematics, but interesting tools to communicate with other people who can not speak Korean. Now I am studying TESOL and learning about many new activities to solve some problems in my own experiences and make a further advanced class. 
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
