Writing:  gap filling.
Language Systems:

Phonology: drilling pronunciation.
Discourse: discussion, answering questions

Grammar: as-as, comparatives and superlatives.

Assumptions about Students:
Students are intermediate in level..
Students know about using comparatives and superlatives.
Students feel familiar with using comparison.
Possible Problems and Solutions:

If there’s not enough time, omit the discussion, or quickly give students the answers for the details grammar activity.

If there’s too much time, let students have more time to discuss about their topics.
If students have difficulty answering the questions, give them more time.

2.Form

We add er to short adjectives which contain one syllable:
EX :  adj + er + than 

        fast --> faster
- We add r to short adjectives ending in e :

           EX :   adj + r + than

          safe --> safer
- We must double the consonant when short adjectives end with one vowel and one consonant :

EX : big -->bigger + than
- We must change  y to i  and add  er to adjectives with two syllables ending in y :

EX : busy --> busyier  --> busier + than
-We usually add more or less to other adjectives with two or more syllables :

EX : more + adj + than

         more beautiful 

         less + adj + than 

- less expensive

EXCEPTIONS :

    bad --> worse 

    good --> better

    far --> farther/further

3.Drilling

In this way, ask Ss to get them familiar with form.
Show Ss the simple substitution table.
Tell Ss listen quietly, individually.

Do not repeat. Only listen.

C.C.Q: what do you do?

Point to the substitution table while reading. 

Ss listen.

Now, listen and repeat,

C.C.Q: What do you do?
Point to the substitution table while reading& whole class repeats.

Pick someone Ss and make them repeat individual.

Point to the substitution table while reading & a certain Ss repeat.
Tell Ss to listen & make a sentence.
Show demo.

C.C.Q: what do you do?

Point to substitution table while reading & whole class makes sentences. Pick one Ss, tell him/ her to listen and make a sentence.
