The reading text
Brad Pitt joins U.S. bid to host World Cup
NEW YORK (Reuters) – Actor Brad Pitt has added his name to the U.S. bid committee seeking to host the World Cup in 2018 or 2022, U.S. Soccer said on Wednesday.

 Pitt joins former President Bill Clinton, former Secretary of State Henry Kissinger, director Spike Lee and California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger on the committee. “Soccer is a truly global sport and the opportunity to join the effort to have the U.S. host the world’s greatest sporting event again is a great honor.” Pitt said in a statement.

The U.S., Australia, England, Russia and a pair of joint-bids from Belgium/Netherlands and Spain/Portugal are bidding to host the 2018 or 2022 World Cups with Qatar, Japan, and South Korea in the running to host the latter tournament.

The hosts of the 2018 and 2022 World Cup will be decided at a meeting of FIFA’s executive committee in December.

Aims:





- Ss will be able to learn key vocabulary and idiom through worksheet #2, T’s explanation and C.C.Q.


- Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question. 


- Ss will be able to get the detail idea by scanning the reading text.


- Ss will improve scanning skill by answering comprehension questions.


- Ss will improve skimming skill by answering comprehension questions.


- Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.


- Ss will improve writing ability by taking notes the ideas of each group as they do a role play.





Language skills: 





 Reading: understanding the text through comprehension questions


 Writing: taking notes in the class  for comprehension questions and the idea of each group, doing their homework 


 Speaking: doing a role play within groups,  comparing answers and sharing the ideas with the whole class, answering the guiding question


 Listening: Listening to T`s presentation, instruction, and other students’ speaking





Language systems: 


Phonology : listening to the explanations about key vocabulary and idiom 


Lexis: studying words from the text and doing word homework(Gap fill)


Grammar: listening to the explanations about the use of idiom especially in the newspaper and doing their homework (Gap fill – Ss can know the use of verb and noun.)


Function: expressing their opinions 


Discourse: group discussion




















Assumptions:


Most Ss are interested in the World Cup.


Most Ss have basic knowledge of the World Cup.


Ss know how to skim and scan.


Ss are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course.


Ss know noun, verb and to infinitive


Ss are able to express their opinions in English.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may have difficulty in grasping the answers for the comprehension questions.


 (  Encourage them to work with their partners.


 (  If still struggle, look for the lines indicated for each question together.


SS may not be able to come up with the idea about  the activity early


(  Give some examples applied to the real bid committee.


SS may finish all the activities too early.


(  Let all the students share their opinions with the whole class after sharing them with their own group for the discussion activity.
