	Materials:
· Listening CD & CD player (Coverage : Length of 1 minute 30 seconds)
· Picture of the airport

· Worksheet #1 (Gap fill the dialogue) : 13 copies (12 for class + 1spare)

· Worksheet #2 (Key vocabulary & Expressions / Intonation) : 13 copies (12 for class + 1 spare)

· Whiteboard & Board makers

	Aims:

· Ss will improve their listening skills by listening.

· Ss will practice the listening details in the story by filling the gap exercise.

· Ss will improve their speaking skills through the practice of ‘telling their experience’ and ‘making sentences’.
· Ss are able to learn new vocabulary and grammar structures.

	Language Skills:

· Listening: listening to the dialogue, the teacher and other students’ speaking
· Speaking: talking to each other through the pair work and group work

· Reading: role – playing the dialogue, drilling intonations on the worksheet #2

· Writing: filling gap activity while listening

	Language Systems:

· Phonology: learning prolonged sounds such as ‘Didn’t you….’ , ’that must’ve….’
· Lexis: learning various meanings of ‘pick up’, new vocabulary.
· Discourse: talking about experiences each other

· Grammar: learning the tenses of ‘that must’ve made…’, ‘he was flowing…’, I tried to…’.
· Function: making the sentences using new vocabulary


	Assumptions:
· Ss are able to express their opinions and write in English.
· Ss have experiences of traveling by airplane and some of them have picked up a guest at the airport.

· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.

· Ss know the website to listen to the dialogue.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If the CD player does not work, T can read the script or seek for a staff.
- If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, Ss can take the dictation of the entire recording belongs to homework.

- If time is short, Ss can skip the free production of post activity.

	T - Ss
	<Greeting>

Hello, everyone. How are you doing today?

<Eliciting>

Today’s topic is about the airport. 
As you know, there are many situations related with the airport. 
Can you tell me what there are? 
(Elicit Ss’ knowledge and write the opinions on the board.)

T shares the opinions are written on the board with Ss.

	<Instruction>

We’re looking at a picture of the airport and then we’re going to share the experiences about the key sentence with your partner for 3minutes.

T writes key sentences on the board. “Have you ever picked up a guest at the airport?”

Invite 2 or 3 Ss to share their stories briefly.

	1. Listen for the Main Idea

<Instruction>

Now, we’re going to listen to the dialogue.

And fill the blanks in solo.

(Distribute the worksheet #1)

<Concept check> 
Are you going to just listen to the dialogue or listen and fill the blanks?

Are you working alone?

(Play CD player once without stopping)

<Instruction>

Compare the predictions with your partner.

After that, we’re going to listen to the recording again.

<Concept check>

After we share the predictions with your partner, what will you do?  



	
	
	2. Listening for the Main Idea 2
<Instruction>
Now, we’re going to the recording again. 
This time you should focus on finding out details. The recording will be played two times without stopping.

<Concept check>

What should you focus this time?

How many times will the recording be played? 
T informs Ss the correct answers and shares a half of 12 Ss (A is for 6Ss and B is for 6Ss). 
Ss are going to do role- playing.

T writes key sentences to explain the grammar structures also, Ss learn various meanings of ‘pick up’. And then Ss take note on the worksheet #1.
