	Aims:
Ss will know the meaning and form of “that” by elicitation, T’s explanation and CCQ’s
Ss will know how to use “that” by substitution tables and drilling 
Ss will tell or write their own opinion with “that” in group work.


	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to T’s instructions, explanations, and Ss’ talks.
· Speaking: drilling and talking individually or in group work.
· Reading: reading worksheet.
· Writing: writing the answers, fill the chart.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: listening to instructions & explanations, drilling
· Grammar: “that”
· Discourse: talk with group members


	Assumptions:
