Materials:

-  White board, board markers
-  Amusement park Pictures  to elicit
-  Listening CD (Sweetbox’s song “Life is Cool”) & CD Player
-  Worksheet  #1 ( necessary words &phrases for listening )

 ; 12 copies (for each student + 3 extra copies)
-  Worksheet  #2  (Full version of  pop song for gap fill)

; 12 copies (for each student + 3 extra copies)
-  Worksheet  #3 (for group discussion) 

; 4 copies (for each group + 2 extra copies)
Aims:
-  Ss will learn new words, phrases and useful expressions in the lyrics.

-  Ss will practice listening for the main idea by checking Q&A
-  Ss will practice listening for details by doing gap fill.

-  Ss will find out the positive message of the lyrics by listening the song.
-  Ss will practice conversational discourse through group discussion.
Language Skills:
-  Listening : Listening the song, teacher’s instructions, group discussion
-  Speaking : discussion  related to the topic in groups, answering the Qs
-  Reading : Lyrics of the song, words & phrases worksheet 
-  Writing : Filling in the blanks of the lyrics 
Language Systems:
-  Lexis : new words, phrases & useful expressions
-  Phonology : drilling pronunciation of  words & phrases, singing a song
-  Discourse : discussion on the topic (related to one’s own life experience), 
Assumptions about Students:
-  Ss are all adults who have ever experienced life’s ups and downs (+20 yrs)
-  Ss already know how the class is set up and run 

(3 student groups at each table)
-  Ss are familiar with group discussion
Possible Problems and Solutions:
-  If Ss don’t understand new words & phrases, 

=>  Useful examples or hints that Ss can guess will be given.
-  If Ss may not be able to fill in the blanks exactly,

=>  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
-  If Ss finish their activities earlier than I expected, 

=>  Ss can sing a song all together as listening to the full version of  song
=>  Ss can participate in a singing contest by group
-  If  time is short,
=>  Cut post-activity discussion short and let 1student  as a leader of  each group presents the most impressive experience on the topic

2. Elicit 
Before class T shows Ss exciting pictures about an amusement park, asking Ss some Qs
Have you ever been to an amusement park?

How many rides have you ridden in the picture?

Can you recommend very awesome ride to Ss?

If you chose the roller coaster, how was your feeling? 
3. Introduce the topic
Today  we’re going to listen hit song of ‘Sweetbox’, 

“Life is Cool” and share your experience related to life’s ups and downs as well.

	1. Instruction
Before listening to the song of Sweetbox , first guess and find out  the meaning of  the words and phrases in the song with your group members through worksheet #1. Second, match the meaning with the words & the phrases. Three students in each group.
<ICQs>
How many students form groups at each table?

What do you have to do so as to know the meaning of  the words and the phrases?
2. Teaching words & idioms
T listens to the answers that Ss guessed actively, explains the words and the idioms exactly, and then drills the pronunciation &concept check.

(a)  positive : thinking about what is good in a situation 
(CCQ) What do you do to create  your positive image?
(b)  negative : considering only the bad side of something

(CCQ) Do you have a negative view of yourself?
(c)  point of view : a mental position from which
things are viewed

(CCQ) What’s your point of view about national crisis?
(d)  satisfied : pleased because you have achieved something
(CCQ)  Are you satisfied with where you are in life now?
(e)  jealousy : a feeling of being jealous

(CCQ) Have you ever become green with jealousy?
3. Prediction
We’re going to listen to the song ,“Life is Cool” Look at the worksheet #2 and fill in the blanks as you are listening.

1. Instruction (1st activity)
Now you will listen to the song for the first time. Think about two questions I give you.

(T writes ‘guiding questions’ on the board)

(1)  How did the singer feel about her life in the past?
(2)  How did her point of view on life change?
<ICQs>
 What are you supposed to do while listening to the song? 
<Feedback>
 T invites the class to answer each question and give clear feedback to every response of Ss.
2. Instruction (2nd activity)
  (Distribute the worksheet #2 for each)
  Listen to the song again. This time, fill in the

blanks as you are listening. Work individually.

<ICQs>
What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

(After working alone) 
Do you want to listen again?

=> If the answer is Yes, have them listen again.

=> If the answer is No, have them share their thoughts and opinions.  
Are you finished? All right. Compare your answers with your group members. Speak out your answers in turns.

<Feedback>
Ok! Let’s check the right answers.
(1)  T asks Ss first by group

(2)  If the answers are wrong, try to chunk the    listening and write up the correct answers on the board.
(3)  Enjoy the song , listening to the CD with the class.

T corrects mistakes and picks some students to share the results of their discussion.
2. Conclude lesson

We learned the song, “Life is Cool” and connected the lyrics of the song with your real life experiences Do  you feel that the life is like a “roller coaster”? 
Today’s assignment is to think about my last question,”Is the life like a roller coaster?“ and to write a short essay using what  you learned during class  today.
