	Aims:

· Ss will know the meaning and form of “before / after” by elicitation and T’s explanation.
· Ss will know how to use “before / after” by substitution table and drilling.

· Ss will know how to use “before / after” by filling gap.

· Ss will be able to use “before / after” by making sentences.

	Language Skills:

· Listening : listening to T’s instructions, explanations and Ss’ talks
· Speaking : drilling and talking individually or in pair work

· Reading : reading substitution table 
· Writing : writing the answers & making sentences 

	Language Systems:
· Grammar : “before / after”
· Discourse : practicing through the conversation

· Phonology : drilling


	Assumptions:
· Ss already know the class is set up and run.
· Ss are used to T’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· Ss are familiar with doing activities with worksheets and pair work
· Ss are used to expressing their opinions or idea of the activities


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

– Ss may not understand the meaning.

   → Provide more examples

– Ss may have a hard time drilling.

       → Encourage Ss to do it
· Ss may not know the answers doing activity with gap fill worksheet.

       → Give Ss more time

· If time is short.

       → Cut off post activity and ask Ss do homework instead
· If Ss finish practice activities earlier than anticipated.

       → Making more sentences by using “before / after”

	<Greeting>

T : Hello, everyone. How do you feel today?

<Eliciting and Prediction>

(Showing Ss pictures with story)

T : Let’s take a look at the pictures.

   Do you know him? Good. He’s an very famous actor and his name is Johnny Depp. He had a great holiday yesterday. Let’s have a look what he did. 
(T tell the simple story showing the pictures)
<Introduce the topic>

T : OK. As you can see, he played soccer in the morning, he cooked in the afternoon, he watched the TV in the evening. 

   (Writing “before / after” on the board)

   We use “before” or “after” to talk about an event happening earlier or later than another event.

Repeat after me. Johnny played soccer “before” cooked. Johnny watched TV “after” cooked.

Good job!

What’s the meaning of “after”?

<Form & Drilling>

(1) Form

(Distribute substitution table)

T : Here are examples are arranged according to forms.

So we can use like this.

Now, let’s write down the sentences you made in your own idea.

(After that, T talk about the sentences with Ss)

< Closing >
