It is skyscraper. It is a very tall building in a ciry.
*Show the picture of repair

Elicit)

What  is he doing? What does he repair?

The word is ‘repair’ 

It is a verb.

CCQ)

Have you repaired any toys or materials?

What is the past participle form of ‘repair’?

*Show the picture of ‘feed’
Elicit)
What is she doing? What does she have?

The word is ‘feed’
It is a verb.

It means ‘giving food’
CCQ)

Does feed mean ‘giving food’?

What is the past participle form of ‘feed’?

*Show the picture of ‘teach’
Elicit)
What is she doing? 

The word is ‘teach’
It is a verb.

What do you think teaching is easy?

What is the past participle form of ‘teach’

	Procedure:
1, Meaning

I am going to talk about active and passive verbs. Before we start I will quickly remind about what a verb is.

A verb is an action or doing word. So let’s look at examples.

-Our cat walks on water.
CCQ)
What walks on water?

Can our cat act?

What  is the verb in this sentence?
What is the past participle form of ‘walk’?

A verb is walks. That’s action and doing word.

-I write to the client.

CCQ)

Who write to the client.

Can I act?

What do I do in this sentence?

What  is the past participle form of ‘wrote’
The verb is ‘write’. That’s the action and doing word.

Marry send the email.

CCQ)
Who send the email?

Can Marry act?

What do Marry do?

What is the past participle form of ‘sent’?

The verb is send. That’s the action and doing word.

Let’s move on the whole question of the active and passive verbs.

What is the actual mean?

Look at the next sentences.

2, Drilling

*Show the picture of ‘John’
-John kicks a ball. 

CCQ)

Who kicks a ball?
Do John act?

From is [subject (thing doing action) + active verb + object (thing which is receiving the action)].

John is subject and a ball is object.

To make it clear, let’s look at the opposite sentence.

-A ball is kicked by John. (passive)

CCQ)
What is receiving the action?

Who do a ball kick?

What can you write before the things which acts?(by)

It’s a passive version of the same sentence.

Look at here.

-A ball is kicked

Who by? We don’t know in this sentence. So we write it with ‘by’.

-A ball is kicked by John.

Form is [object(thing received action)+ Be verb+ past participle form of the verb + by subject( thing doing action)
CCQ)
In passive sentence, What is a verb form? (Be verb+ past participle form of the verb)

In passive sentence, What do you write before the thing doing action?

Where do you write object, the thing receiving action in the passive sentence?

-  Ss may not clearly understand the meaning.


   -> provide more examples. 


-  Ss may have a hard time drilling.                            


   -> error correct immediately & give Ss more chances to practice.
