	3.Teach vocabulary (B.L.T, Lasagna, Fettuccine, Fajitas)

A. Showing food pictures.

B. Elicit each food’s name.

C. If students don’t know the foods(above 4 food menus among 10 menus), explain what are the materials.
B.L.T – It’s a sandwich with bacon, lettuce and tomatoes.
CCQs. Have you ever had B.L.T? Do you like it?
Lasagna – It’s a classic Italian pasta casserole dish

CCQs. Have you ever had Lasagna? Do you want to have it?

Fettuccine Alfredo – It’s a pasta dish made from fettuccine pasta tossed with Parmesan cheese and butter.

CCQs. Have you ever had Fettuccine Alfredo? Which restaurant can you find it?

Fajitas – It is a Tex-Mex dish of strips of spicy marinated meat and / or vegetables in a soft flour tortilla, often served with salad or a savoury filling..

CCQs. Have you ever had Fajitas? Which restaurant can you find it?
