Language Skills:

Reading: the story, choosing the best answer
Writing: listen to the dialog and taking notes.
Language Systems:

Lexis: convenient, stripes, together, shopping, gift
Phonology: drilling pronunciation

Discourse: answering questions, reading the related story out loud
Assumptions about Students:

Students are pre-intermediate in level.

Students know present perfect tense.
Students will be excited to get a present.
Possible Problems and Solutions:

If there’s not enough time, ask to all students the questions, or quickly give students the answers for the details listening activity.

If students have trouble putting the sentences in other, reinforce the story.
If the CD player does not work give the roles for two students to read,
, read the script to students.
