Aims:

- Students will learn how to make present continuous tense through the memory test.
- Students will practice present continuous tense by making many sentences by themselves.
- Students will review various vocabularies about action and also practice speaking by discussion activity.
	Language Skills:
- Listening: Teacher’s instructions, Q & A, memory test game

- Speaking: Q & A, discussion
- Reading: Explanation on the board
- Writing: Fill in the worksheets(making sentences)


Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabulary
- Phonology: vocabulary drills
- Grammar: present continuous tense
- Discourse: discussion (prepare their own list of 5 questions) 
- Function: make a sentence to describe one’s action
Assumptions about Students:
- Students know present participle so they can make sentences by using present participle.
- Students already learned present continuous tense before.

- Students are familiar with the situation at a park, road and an airport.
- Students know well about the vocabularies relating the places in the pictures.
- Students will be interested in team-play.

- Students will focus on the pictures to find out whether each sentence is true or false.
Possible Problems and Solutions:
- If students can’t make several sentences, teacher can let them know some key words.
- If there is too much time, students will make more sentences.
- If there isn’t enough time, feedback after memory test will be shortened.

	1. Greet and Elicit

Greet the students and 
2. Introduce the topic 

 “Today, we’re going to learn how to describe what someone is doing or what something is happening now.”  Write ‘What’s happening?’ on the board. 

“Do you remember a man is falling down by stepping a banana?”
Write on the board: He is falling down.
“And what are four men doing in the picture?”
Write on the board: They are marching on the street. 


	
	
	“When we make a sentence using ‘present continuous tense’, we should change the verb.” 
Write on the board. 

Form: ‘be verb + present participle’ (is/am/are + -ing)
“Then can we change the subject of this sentence as ‘I’?” Write it on the board: I am falling down.
“If we use present continuous tense, we can express something is happening now, at this very moment.”
Write meaning on the board.

Meaning: something is happening now.
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“Then, let’s change this sentence to an interrogative sentence and negative sentence. How should we make it?” Write: Am I falling down? I am not falling down.
CCQs
- When we make sentence with present continuous tense, should we change the verb form?(Yes)
- What do we need to add in addition to present participle’?(Be verb)

	5. Memory test
Instructions
From now on, we’re going to memory test. First, I’ll divide you two groups: A and B. Each group will have different picture. And you have to list 5 sentences relating your picture. When you make a sentence, use present continuous tense. You can make true or false sentence whatever you want. With it, you’ll give questions to the other group. 
CCQs

- How many sentences should you make?(5 sentences)
- Are you going to use ‘present continuous tense’ when you make sentences?(Yes)

- Should each sentence be true?(No)
List 5 questions
Hand out each group’s worksheets. 
“Discuss with your team and fill in the worksheets for 5 minutes. When each groups’ work is done, the other team can see the picture for a short time. And then, you should choose whether the sentence is true or false after listening to the 5 sentences. 

6. Team play
“If you’re all done your work, I’ll show you the picture of the other group. Look at the picture carefully and memorize the detail as much as you can.”
After they look at the picture of group B, start the game from group A. In teams, the students discuss about the 5 sentences and then give their answers to the other group and are awarded points.
