	Aims:
   - To practice new words & idioms by answering the worksheet.
   - To practice listening skill by listening to the real life dialogue.

   - To practice writing skill by completing blanks.

   - To practice speaking skill through discussing with group members & role play with partner.

   - To practice appropriable understanding & using word of situation by learning word & idioms, and reading examples.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
    -    The CD/CD player may not work : Teacher read the dialogue realistic 
    -    Students may not able to listen the dialogue easily :  Repeat & Listening the chunk sentence
    -    There may be time left at the end of the class  :  Role play again, prepare short game
    -    The time is short :  Homework post-activity, Reduce Question, Cut discussion

 Before listening to a dialogue, we learn words & idioms.
 Instruction 
 1. Teacher hands words & idioms worksheet out.

 2. Teacher explains what to do using gestures
 3. Teacher demonstrates how to do it.

 4. Do individually.

 5. Set time limit of 3 minutes.

 6. Fill the blanks words or idioms in box.

ICQ’s

 1. Students are doing this activity.

 2. Teacher acts as facilitator.

 3. If students ask questions, teacher gives them some clues.

 4. Teacher informs students the time left.

 5. When it is time to finish, teacher makes them finish their task.

Instruction

1. Teacher tells them discuss the answer with your neighborhood.

2. Do with your partner.

3. Set time limit of 2 minutes.

1. Students are checking the answer with your partner.

2 . Teacher acts as facilitator.
3.  Teacher informs students the time left.

4.  When it is time to end, teacher makes them stop.

Instruction

1. Teacher has students answer.

2. Teacher is checking the answer correctly.

3. If the answer isn’t correct, teacher helps them answer correctly.

4. After checking the answer, Students read the perfect sentence.

5. If students do not understanding meaning, teacher uses some gestures to give some clues.
Listen to the dialogue.
Instruction

1. Do not write any sentence.

2. Only listen to the dialogue carefully.

3. Think about dialogue’s content.

4. Turn on twice.

5. Teacher turns on the CD player.

ICQ’s

   - Are you writing anything when you listen to the dialogue?

   - How many times can you listen?

After listen to the dialogue, teacher asks content.
If students cannot understand well, turn it on one more time.

Teacher makes students understand that situation. 

After listening to the dialogue, students complete blank.
Instruction

1. Teacher hands out communication worksheet to fill the blanks.

2. Teacher explain  using gestures how to do it.

3. Indicate working alone.

4. Give time 3 minutes.

5. Do not turn it on again.

1. Students are doing this activity.

2. Teacher acts as facilitator.

3. If students ask questions, teacher gives them some clues.

4. Teacher informs students the time left.

5. When it is time to finish, teacher makes them finish their task.

Instruction

1. Teacher tells them discuss the answer with your partner.

2. Do with your partner.

3. After answering the blacks ( about 30 seconds later), teacher turns it on again.

4. Discuss the answers one more time.

5. Set time limit of 3 minutes.

ICQ’s

-  Are you working with your partner?

  - When can you  listen it again?

  - When do you finish this activity?

1. Students are checking the answer with your partner.

2 . Teacher acts as facilitator.

3. In 30 seconds teacher turns it on again.

4. Students discuss with your partner again.

5.  Teacher informs students the time left.

6.  When it is time to end, teacher makes them stop.

Checking the answer.

Instruction

1. Teacher writes the dialogue on whiteboard.

2. Students fill the blanks on whiteboard.

3. Checking the answers.

4. After checking the answers, students do role play realistically.

5. Allow limit of 5 minutes.

1. While students write the answers on whiteboard, teacher makes sure to check it.

2. While students do role play, teacher acts as facilitator.

3.  Teacher informs students the time left.

4.  When it is time to end, teacher makes them stop.

1. Students divide into two groups.

2. Teacher hands out the discuss worksheet.

3. Teacher demonstrates once.

4. After discussing the matter, students present their opinion.
5. Set time limit of 12 minutes.

1. While students are discussing, teacher acts as facilitator.

2. Before finishing to discuss time about 5 minutes, teacher check to finish the work.

3. Warning the time 1 minute left

4. After finishing the discussion, groups present their opinion. 

5. After presenting, teacher has the comment prepared.
