	Procedure:
1. Vocabulary and expressions
Instructions
Please, look at the screen and read the meaning of a word. What do you think is the most appropriate word for this? Choose one from the box. 
Demonstration

OK, let’s just do the first word together. Everyone, let’s read the meaning on the screen. (Ss read it) If ‘something is correct to a very detailed level’, what word has the closest meaning from the box on the bottom? ‘Accurate’,,,,, right? (Teacher tries to elicit the answer word from Ss. If there’s no response, teacher provides them the correct answer.) Class, repeat after me. ‘Accurate’ x 2. Be careful not to mistakenly pronounce this word as ‘Accureit’.
Now, it’s time for you guys to work on your own. Look at the second word meaning. Why don’t we read it out loud together? (Ss read it.) Great. What word can you think of for this meaning? (Elicit the correct answers from Ss.)
Check answers: let Ss read the English-English meaning of a word on the screen and find the appropriate word for each in the box. 

-Teacher explains to Ss the meaning of a word in Korean if Ss don’t understand quite well.

-Teacher covers the rest of vocabulary meaning with Ss one by one.
-Elicit the word that fits each definition from Ss 

2. Use Ss’ schemata     

Instructions
1. Before moving on to listening, let me ask you some questions about your experience related to the listening topic. Since our topic to is ‘communicating in another language’,,,, is there anyone who has talked to foreigners in another language such as English? If one of you has, why don’t you share your experience with us? What other languages can you speak? Share your experience with your partner. I’ll give you 2-3 min.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the main idea(general understanding)
Instruction
Now, we are going to do some listening about ‘communicating in another language’. Class, please look at the screen. You’re seeing some listening comprehension check questions for the main idea, so when you first listen, try to find the answers to those questions. You can take notes if you want. 
CCQ
Can you take notes?

What type of listening are you going to do?
(Teacher gives out a sheet to Ss and plays CD-ROM.)
Listening comprehension check questions for the main idea
1) What is the main topic?
2) How can you get your message across and avoid possible misunderstandings?

(After listening one time, teacher and Ss go through the answers of each listening comprehension check questions one by one.)

2. Listening for details
Instruction
Everybody, excellent. This time, we’ll listen to the passage one more time focusing on the detailed information. Class, please look at the screen. There are some listening comprehension check questions for details, so when you listen second time, try to find the answers to those questions. You can take notes if you want like last time. 
CCQ
Can you take notes?

What type of listening are you going to do?
(Teacher plays CD-ROM one more time)

Listening comprehension check questions for details

1) What skill makes the difference in communication ability in another language?

2) What do learners of English often worry too much about?

3) When you talk fast to a native English speaker, what happens?

4) If something is important, what do you need to do?
(After listening again, teacher and Ss go through the answers of each listening comprehension check questions one by one.)

1. Dictation 
Instruction

We are going to give out each of you a dictation sheet and I’ll have you listen to the script again. While listening, you fill out the blanks, OK? 
CCQ
What are you supposed to do while listening?

(Teacher gives Ss dictation sheet and plays CD-ROM again.)

Class, did you all finish? What is the appropriate word for each blank?

(After listening again, teacher and Ss fill in the blanks together.)

2. Group work

Instruction

So far, we’ve listened to and talked about ‘communicating in another language.’ Now, we are going to do some group work by drawing some advice each one of your group members can give in effective communication tips in another language. I’m going to give each group one sheet of large paper. I’ll give you 3-5 min, so keep that in mind and start now.
CCQ
Harry, what are you supposed to draw in your group? 
How much time do you have? 

(Teacher gives each group a sheet of large paper and colored pens.)
You guys have 1 min left, so everyone, finish soon!

(Teacher gets a couple of groups to come up front and represent their drawing and explain what that is to the whole class.)

3. Conclude lesson 

Review the vocabulary and expressions learned in class today.
Give homework
Listen to the passage one more time at home and write a summary of the listening script given today  
You all did great today. Let’s call it a day. See you next class~!

              Communicating in Another Language

 Some people know many grammar rules in a foreign language but are not able to get their point across. Others do poorly on grammar tests but manage to express themselves quite well. What makes the difference? Communication skills. Language is more than just a set of rules; it’s a tool for communication. Here are some tips to help you better communicate with people who don’t share your mother tongue. 

When you are speaking English as a foreign language
 Your goal should be to get your message across and avoid possible misunderstandings. How can you achieve this? Put your message first. Learners of English often worry too much about whether their English is accurate. They focus so much on getting their grammar and pronunciation perfect that they lose sight of their message. It is more productive to ask yourself, “What do I want to express?” than to worry, “is this the correct form?”
Slow down. Some students try to speak very quickly. This is a mistake. If you are talking fast to a native English speaker, he or she may have trouble understanding you. This habit also encourages the native speaker to reply to you FAST! Is that really what you want? Slow down and speak clearly. This gives the other person time to understand you, and it lets you listen to more comprehensible English. 

Check what you heard. Don’t assume that what you understood is exactly what the other person meant. If it is important, check! For instance, if your friend says, “I’ll see you here before class tomorrow,” you might reply, “OK, I’ll see you here at the library at 8:45 tomorrow.” That way, both people are 100 percent sure that they meant the same thing. Regularly checking if you and the other person understood each other keeps communication going without a problem. 
When you are speaking Korean with a language learner
 In this global age, not all of your cross-cultural encounters will be in English. There will be times when you are the native speaker and the person you are speaking to is a learner of Korean. Here are a few more tips to remember when you are the native speaker.

 Look for the real meaning. Language learners often have trouble choosing the right words. For instance, they might confuse expressions and says, “물음표 있어요.” When they really mean, “질문 있어요.” Or they could confuse similar-sounding words and say “접시” when they actually mean “잡지.” They may also make mistakes in word order, creating a sentence such as “우리는 갔어요, 학교에.” When listening to a learner of Korean, pay more attention to what they really trying to say and less attention to their errors in grammar and word choice.

 Avoid negative questions. Many misunderstandings are caused by negative questions. In English, people answer “yes” if the fact is affirmative and “no” if it’s negative. Materials:

Aims:


-to practice speaking and listening by sharing experience of communicating in another language in pairs and by discussing in groups


-to practice listening as fast as native speakers of English several times until Ss get used to it


-to learn new vocabulary and expressions from the listening script


-to check Ss’ understanding by getting them to answer listening comprehension check questions after listening





Language Skills:


-speaking: sharing their experience of communicating in another language, pair and group work, representing their work done to the class


-writing: dictation, drawing


-listening: pair and group work, listening to one-page passage about ‘communicating in another language’


-reading: listening script handout





Language Systems:


-grammar: usage of ‘help’ verb


-discourse: pair and group activities


-lexis: new vocabulary and expressions


-function: how to communicate in another language effectively


-phonology: some emphasis on pronunciation when teaching vocabulary by repetition











Assumptions: Students already know:


-how the class is set up and run 


-Ss are advanced level


-all Ss have already experienced learning English as a second language


-some Ss tend to be passive, so teacher needs to encourage them to participate actively in pair or group work 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- students may have some difficulty listening the passage → provide Ss a listening script handout in case


-students may not be able to understand some of teacher’s instructions of what to do in activities → teacher double-check their understanding by asking Ss to explain what’s just heard


-if time is short → cut post-activity short and only ask one or two teams to represent their work done
