2)Pick three students to help me  explain one/ another/ the other
Gentlemen Terry, Peak, Paul would you please help me?
Come here please.

Hand it in your neck please.

Don’t take it serious, don’t get upset, just have fun.

Ok. Everybody, these three men are my boy friends.
Terry is Obama. Peak is Mr. Bean. Paul is Bin Laden.

How many people are they? Three people

We can also say- I have three boy friends.

One is Obama. Another is Mr. Bean. The other is Bin Laden.

(Another means the second.)

Ok guys thank you very much.

3)Explain one /the others 
Who am I in this class? – I’m a teacher.

Who are you guys? – you guys are students.

We can also say there are many people in this class.
One is teacher. The others are students.

※If they are confused about the other and the others.
As I said earlier the other means the rest

What is difference between the other and the others?

The other- the rest which one thing or one person.

The others- the rest ones that more than 2 things or people.
How many students in this class? 
4)Explain some/ the others
How many men in this class are here? Three
How many women are here? Twelve

Some in this class are men.
The others are women.
